There was a verse that Brother Mark (Jantzi)
brought to my attention and it is found in John 17:2.
We are talking about two eternal objectives.  In the first
message (part 1 of 3), we explained the position we
find ourselves in at birth and we also discussed God’s
divine intervention in bringing us salvation.  We were
discovering that it was like a seed planted in the ground.
Let us turn to John 17 and begin with the first verse to
get the context.  These words spake Jesus, and lifted
up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is
come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify
thee.  Before I read verse 2, I think that we should note
in verse 1 that the focus Jesus had was that the Father
might be glorified.  There was no personal interest in-
volved with His request regarding His glorification.  If
we want to come to the position  of sonship, we have to
pass through the process which purifies our intent so
that that which motivates us is pure and holy.  So, what
is that glorification?  It talks about it in verse 2 and two
is the number of witness.  There are many places in the
Bible that indicate that the witness of God is the Spirit
and the Word.  Hallelujah.  It is interesting to note that
in the 17th chapter of John, Jesus capitalizes on the Word
and the Spirit.  It is the Word and the Spirit, the Spirit
and the Word.  Verse 2, As thou hast given him power
over all flesh…  Oh my.  That means that the glorifica-
tion of God is the power of God being exercised over

the flesh; therefore we have no excuse or reason to sin.
Oh boy, we are in trouble.  We have no reason to be
self-centered.  We have no excuse to have self in a po-
sition of pre-eminence because Jesus has the power to
overcome all flesh.  I think that if you take it in context
and you look at the meaning of the Greek word, all is
all-inclusive word.  That means that there are no ex-
ceptions; there are no addendums; there are no attach-
ments that give us the right to sin.  Do you get the idea?
There is no excuse!  Hallelujah.  Now, if you are an
Evangelical or Pentecostal in your thinking, and you
don’t have the revelation that God desires to bring you
to a place of perfection, you could probably plead ig-
norance except for the fact that it is written in the Word.

John 17:2, As thou hast given him power over all
flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as
thou hast given him.  Praise the Lord.  That is not talk-
ing about someplace far away in the great by and by.
That is not something out in the future that you are
going to receive at the end of the day.  To as many as
have received Christ, they have received the totality of
the provisions that are in Christ.  But as many as re-
ceived him, to them gave he power to become the sons
of God, even to them that believe on his name (John
1:12).  What I am doing is taking away all of your ex-
cuses so that when you look in the mirror you are go-
ing to see the reality of sin.  That way you can repent
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and it will not be me telling you to do so but your knowl-
edge of God’s desire and will for you.  It is going to be
you seeing the reflection of Adam.

Do you know that the space program is a spiritual
principle?  Do you know that we can go into outer space
because of a spiritual principle and it is written in the
Bible? Do you know that when they were sending a
man to the moon, they could not figure out what they
could construct that would give man the ability to see
and yet not be destroyed by whatever environment he
was in.  Somebody went to the Bible and they read in
Revelation about gold that was like glass (Revelation
21:18,21).  So what they did was invent a shield that
was made out of gold that you could see through.  They
made this shield for the helmet of the astronaut’s space
suit.  Furthermore, they took that find and developed it
so that it would be of benefit to you and me.  They took
the technology that they developed in the space pro-
gram and they put it in the windshield of some of the
cars that they manufactured so that the air-condition-
ing could effectively work in the cars.  You can research
all of these facts.  I might have them a little mixed up,
but the reality of what they are is there.    Revelation
21:18 says, And the building of the wall of it was of
jasper: and the city was pure gold, like unto clear glass.

Turn with me to Romans 8.  I am going to show
you God’s space program.  Now, there is a law in the
world called gravity and gravity is like the pressure of
sin: it is always trying to reduce you to one common
level.  You ask an engineer who designs buildings and
one of the major things to be considered is the gravita-
tional pull. It is actually a down-ward pressure that is
going to be applied to the building.  So, in order for a
rocket to blast off of the earth, there has to be a force
that has the strength to push it up, out and beyond the
pull of the weight that is upon it.

You know, man thinks he is so smart, he thinks he
is so intelligent.  All he would have to do is read the
Bible and it would give him all of the information that

he needs in order to do whatever he
wants to do.  Hallelujah.

So, they developed a high-
propulsion engine that would
produce enough power to give
what they call thrust.  It is a spiri-

tual principal.  Let us read
it.  Romans 8:1, There
is therefore now no
condemnation (judg-
ment) to them which
are in Christ Jesus,

who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 2For
the law of the Spirit of life (spiritual thrust) in Christ
Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death
(gravity).  So, we have the principle of gravity: the law
of sin and death.  Yet we have the principle of propul-
sion: the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus.  BUT
we need thrust!

Verse 3, For what the law could not do, in that it
was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son
in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned
sin in the flesh: Verse 4, That the righteousness of the
law might be fulfilled in us - THRUST!  This is thrust.
You are moving now.  Before you were just sitting there
rumbling.  We had ignition, but now we are witnessing
the power of the thrust.  The whole purpose of the thrust
was that we might not be subjugated to the flesh (sin).

So, something is happening in the core of the seed
that God impregnates within our soul.  It is surrounded
by the carnality of earth.  It is being pressed down upon
by the gravity of sin.  The world and the sin of the world
are doing everything they can to suppress the life that
is within the seed.  However, there is a process of de-
velopment and God knows the strength of the charac-
ter that is in His seed.  He knows that at this particular
point, there is the need for divine intervention because
without that divine intervention the seed may sprout
and grow, but it will never come to the position of its
fullness.

When I first started farming, the ground that I was
farming was like concrete - a lot like some of our hearts.
We would grow plants in the greenhouse and once they
were mature enough we would transplant them out-
side.  We would go out and chisel a hole in the rock-
hard dirt, plant the plant and expect to reap a bountiful
harvest.  Well, we really didn’t know any better; we
were learning.  Days came, days went; weeks came,
weeks went; and still those were the most pitiful look-
ing plants you have ever seen.  We watered them, we
fertilized them, we weeded them, we talked to them,
we rebuked the devil.  Yet those plants never grew or
looked vibrant or beautiful and we could not figure it
out.

One day God said, “Go pluck one of them out of
the ground.”

I said, “That is a novel thought.  Let me go out and
pull one of them up.”

So, I went out there and I expected to have to really
yank on the thing because it was fairly big.  I reached
down, I grabbed hold of it and it just popped right out
of the ground.  The root looked more like a golf ball
than the root of a plant.  It needed a little divine inter-
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vention.  The ground needed a big shank to come
through and break it up in order for the plants to have
the ability to penetrate and grow down.  I am so grate-
ful that God doesn’t farm like I did, because God knows
that there is the need for divine intervention.  He knows
the pressure.  He is the one who gave the information
to Paul when Paul penned the words in Ephesians 6:12,
For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against
principalities, against powers, against the rulers of
the darkness of this world, against spiritual wicked-
ness in high places.  How are we, like the little bitty
plants, going to survive when the devil is trying to work
destruction, unless God miraculously intervenes?  Hal-
lelujah.

Well, God has the plan and
in the tabernacle He tells us
what that plan is.  The first part
of the plan is water baptism.
Water baptism is, first of all, by
its nature a prophetic work.  It
is a spiritual operation on a
natural plane to demonstrate
the reality of a spiritual princi-
pal called resurrection.  That is
why everyone that accepts the
Lord Jesus Christ needs to be
baptized.  Not initiated - that
means baptized into a church.
Not a ritual of being sprinkled.
But there is a necessity to move
into the prophetic spiritual
realm of God and to prophesy
to the powers that be of our in-
tent to become like God.  Any-
one that is baptized with the un-
derstanding is making a pro-
phetic declaration.  It is pro-
phetic; you are all as prophets
at that time.  What you are
prophesying or professing is,
“Here I am, a dirty, defiled,
weak, sin-drenched individual and I am covenanting
with a God that is living, that when I go down into the
water I am dying to self-satisfaction, self-preservation,
and self-exaltation.”  I wonder why more of us that
have been baptized can’t hear in the Spirit?  Because I
think that there is a proclamation; there is a trumpet
that blows in the realm of heaven that declares that Satan
has another “Number One Enemy.”  We are not only
covenanting or prophesying that we are going to be
born-again, but we are saying to Satan:

“You are finished!  You are done!  I am taking the
initiative; I am moving from the defensive to the offen-
sive.  I am taking my position in the front line!”

You didn’t know you were saying all of that, did
you?  That is why a lot of you are in trouble!  That is
why some of you are getting beaten bloody.  Some of
you are being massacred.  You are being slapped around
because you do not understand the spiritual reality of
an activity the church has made a ritual.  The act of
baptism is not a ritual; it is a spiritual experience of
growth and development.  The Bible says in Romans
6:4, Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into
death.  You know, up until this point, there isn’t a lot
that God can do for you that is offensive.  Most of God’s

action towards you up until this
point is defensive, very much
like when you protect your chil-
dren. You take this little baby
and there is a protection that
you afford him.  No matter
where he is, or who he is with,
you want to know that the en-
vironment is safe and that he is
going to be taken care of.  Let
somebody inadvertently move
against them and your covering
immediately comes into play.
Immediately!  That is a defen-
sive action.  Now, you can even
be offensive.  If somebody
grabs your child and starts to
run out the door with him you
are going to get very offensive.
You are going to do a flying
tackle.  Then when you sepa-
rate the child and the assailant,
who knows what might hap-
pen?  Whatever offensive ac-
tion you take is on the basis of
a defensive response.

Praise the Lord.  This is a
scriptural position.  Before I go on, can you see why
the devil does not want you to know about the Holy
Spirit?  Can you understand why the devil has created
organizations that will preach salvation, but they will
speak against Holy Spirit baptism?  Why?  The devil
doesn’t want you to become “Number One Enemy.”
He wants to cancel out your candidacy.  Most of us
want to get baptized because we want to get into heaven.
It is something that has to be done in order to achieve
that.  That’s right!  We don’t understand the spiritual

reality of the environment that we are affiliated with.
My God, no wonder the church is so wimpy in its posi-
tion or attitude.  Wimps!  No wonder the church is like
a wet dishrag.  You put a dishrag that is wet on the
counter and what does it do?  You hang it on the towel
rack and what does it do?  That is Christianity today!
It is not the devil’s fault.  It is the church’s fault be-
cause the church does not understand the ramifications
of the spiritual environment that it is associated with.

So, we come in and we are confronted by this pool
of water that the Bible calls the Brazen Laver.  My good-
ness, I am so glad that God is bringing revelation to us.
You know, I really don’t feel bad about telling you all
of this, because I know that when you go out of this
place you will be able to kick
the devil.  I want to tell you
something else.  The devil needs
a lot of kicking.  He has been
kicking the church around for a
very long time.  He does not
have a very good opinion of you.
Did you know that, Brother
Roman?

The devil says, “Oh, yes.
Give me Brother Roman.  Give
him to me, let me work him over
a little bit.”

But he doesn’t know that
inside Brother Roman is a se-
cret weapon.  It is so secret that
sometimes Brother Roman
doesn’t even know that he has
it.  But the good news is that
Brother Roman is finding out
about it.

First of all, the church needs
to understand the natural appli-
cation.  But more importantly,
the church needs to understand
the spiritual implications.  Now,
if you didn’t get baptized with this knowledge, I sug-
gest that you go get baptized again so that you can know
and then you can declare what needs to be spoken and
your trumpet may be blown.  When I am baptized in
water I am sounding my trumpet.  My trumpet begins
to blow.  The good news is that it joins in with all the
other trumpets that are blowing.  I don’t look at that
blowing as a short breath of blowing, because the trum-
pet began to blow with the resurrection of Jesus Christ
and every time I participate with Jesus Christ in obedi-
ence to His Word, I become another trumpet in the or-

chestra of God.
My goodness.  You know, I see these guys walking

down the street with headphones on and their heads
bobbing up and down or their bodies are jerking in some
weird fashion.  Or they are driving their car and they
are doing the same thing.  I should be saying to them,
“Oh, yes!  I hear it!  Don’t you hear that trumpet?  Oh,
yes!  Don’t you hear that trumpet?”  When I meet some-
one on the street and God quickens something to me
about them, I am responsible to blow my trumpet.  There
is a trumpet that is blowing out here, but there is the
trumpet that must blow right here inside of me that
makes me the trumpet.

My life must demonstrate the reality of the trumpet
that is blowing in the Spirit.
Paul said, Ye are our epistle
written in our hearts, known
and read of all men: 3Foras-
much as ye are manifestly de-
clared to be the epistle of
Christ ministered by us, writ-
ten not with ink, but with the
Spirit of the living God; not in
tables of stone, but in fleshy
tables of the heart (II
Corinthians 3:2,3).  That means
that YOU ARE A WALKING  BIBLE

and the Bible is the culmina-
tion of the Spirit and the Word.
So, for me to be in that place, I
must not only have water bap-
tism, but I must also have what
the Bible calls the baptism in
the Holy Spirit.

You need to talk to your
children.  You need to pray with
your children.  You need to fast
and pray for them to receive the
Holy Ghost.  Not the knowl-
edge, not the intellectual under-

standing, but the actual experience of speaking in
tongues because without the Holy Spirit, you are really
not going to get the thrust that you need to break loose
from the gravitational pull of sin, death, and the famil-
iar spirits that have been handed down from genera-
tion to generation.

Now, the church has eliminated this knowledge and,
in lieu of it, they have developed a doctrine that will
keep you in this condition so that you do not become a
problem to the prince of the power of the air (Ephesians
2:2).  What the church tells you is,
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 “You are going to get ‘raptured’!”
“You are going to be caught away!”
“You don’t really have to overcome the world!”
“You don’t really have to overcome humanity!”
 “Play it up!  If it feels good, do it!”
“As long as you have been born-again, you don’t

need the Blood anymore - it doesn’t matter!”
“You have to live under these conditions, after all,

you are only human!”
This is what the churches tell you.  Well, if you

want to be human, this is where you are going to re-
main.  But there is an unveiling that happens for me at
the position of the brazen altar.

When I come to this place, He opens my eyes that
were blind (because I was born blind, not because of
anything that I did, but by the fact that God wants to
demonstrate His glory) .  What do I see?  THE KING-
DOM!  Isn’t that what John says?  He says in John 3:3,
Except a man be born again, he cannot see the king-
dom of God.  So that blind man, the man that was born
blind, is the condition of sin that we were born into.
Because when God comes to minister life to you, the
first healing that comes is to your sight and you and I
are able to see the kingdom.  But He doesn’t stop there;
I enter in.  My eyes are opened and I see the kingdom.
Praise the Lord.  But it says that I cannot enter unless I
am what?  Except a man be born of water and of the
Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God (John
3:5).  If I am not baptized in water and in the Spirit I
cannot enter in.

Well, you are not going to be rescued by dinner
tonight.  We do not have to worry about food.  One of
these days we are going to have a conference and food
is not going to be so important.  We are going to enter
in and we are going to feast upon meat that is not on
the natural plane.  It is not going to be something that
you put in the oven or that you pull out of the fridge.  It
is going to be something that comes out of the realm of
heaven.  Hallelujah.  Can’t you just visualize a nice,
big, healthy, lovely, spiritual steak to chew on?  Halle-
lujah.  We are not going to have to worry about this
rumbling and grumbling down here.  Oh, no!

I’m gonna say, “Flesh, I have power over you!  Here,
take a little Holy Spirit!  Take a little of God here!  Take
a little of God there!”

My belly is not going to be my God.  This is not
going to be my God.  I am not going to be a guilty one,
do you hear me?  My belly is not going to be my God.
…whose God is their belly (Philippians 3:19).  That
wasn’t written about me, brother.  What is written about
me are the things that I desire and that all creation de-

sires - to see that manifestation of Jesus Christ walking
with me and in me, talking with me and in me.  Halle-
lujah.  This thing is not going to have any power over
my flesh.  We want the power, but what we need is
God.  We need God down in our innermost being.  We
need God and more of God and more of God and more
of God - until we get so much God that we become
like God is!

How can you be depressed?  Can you think about
God as being depressed?  You have got God!  God is
not depressed!  Hallelujah.

Reach down into the very depths of your being,
that is, the hem of His garment, and let the virtue that
is within you flow forth and minister to your soul, to
give you the strength to rise up!

 It is not dependent upon other people: what they
do, what they say, how they respond, how they act.  It
is not dependent upon them.  It is dependent upon what
you do with what is in you!  Hallelujah.  Glory to God.

Well, we still have ignition.  I don’t know that we
have thrust yet.  There is still a kind of rumbling and
rattling going on.  Let’s go to the scripture, John 3:1,
There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus,
a ruler of the Jews: 2The same came to Jesus by night
(under the cover of darkness).  I wouldn’t laugh too
hard.  I wouldn’t laugh too hard, because this is how a
lot of us are coming to Jesus.  We are stealing in the
back door, sneaking in as it were under the cover of
night.  The same came to Jesus by night, and said
unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come
from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou
doest, except God be with him.  He wasn’t bold enough
to say “in” you.  He wasn’t bold enough because then
he is guilty of understanding that “this man is the
Christ,” because this is what he is saying.  If God is in
you, what is in you has to be called Christ.  Verse 3,
Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I
say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot
see the kingdom of God.  Blind!  Blind as a bat!  We
need to read our Bibles with spiritual eyes, because we
have no excuse now.  Hallelujah.  “Once I was blind
and now I see.”  What is the rest of the song?

Amazing Grace, how sweet the sound,
That saved a wretch like me…
I once was lost but now am found,
Was blind, but now I see.
Let’s go on.  So, man now has his sight.  He is

impregnated with the seed of God; he can see the real-
ity of this realm.  Seeing the reality of this realm will
also cause him to see the position of his bondage.  Now,
that knowledge can be very condemning, because many
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who are born-again and who have not experienced the
baptisms, do not feel the power to extract themselves
from their place of bondage.  But there is a remedy that
is programmed into the Holy Spirit that gives man the
courage to do what he would otherwise think impos-
sible and without the Holy Spirit it would be impos-
sible.

Turn with me to John 14. I want to read verse 11
first because it reiterates for us where we began in He-
brews 11.  All that God gives us is dependent upon
how we handle it in the realm of belief.  John 14:11,
Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in
me: or else believe me for the very works’ sake.  Verse
12, Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on
me, the works that I do shall
he do also; and greater works
than these shall he do; because
I (Jesus) go unto my Father
(God).  What He is saying sim-
ply is that He is going to work
a miracle in the midst of hu-
manity that will change human-
ity and that He is leaving with-
out changing the condition that
the world is in because He
didn’t destroy the devil.  You
know, He could have changed
the conditions of the world, did
you know that?  But He left ev-
erything seemingly intact:
seemingly in its order of disar-
ray, confusion, and death.

You have an iceberg with
water all around it.  What we
don’t see is what is under it.  Yet
what happens under it deter-
mines what eventually shows
up above the water.  If there is
something put here that causes
a little explosion, what it will
do is create fissures that go deep and are designed to
totally destroy the iceberg.  That is like what God did
with regard to the world.  He, God, invaded it.  That is
what God did; He came into enemy territory disguised
as a human, but inside of that human was all of God.
Oh, yes, He looked like a Hebrew.  He had black hair
maybe, maybe brown eyes.  It says that He was “ruddy”
in complexion (Song of Solomon 5:10).  He talked He-
brew, He had Hebrew friends, and He grew up in a
Hebrew village.  But all the time He is an “Enemy
Agent.”  I believe we call them “sleepers” - someone

that comes in and integrates themselves with the soci-
ety and looks like a part of society, but all the time in
His mind is the destruction of that society.  A little He-
brew village, with a little look-like Hebrew man and
all the time it is the living, walking, talking, Almighty
God.  That is what the Bible says.  It says that if they
would have known that they had the Prince of Glory
they would not have done what they did (I Corinthians
2:8).  Isn’t that what your Bible says?  He was under-
cover, sneaking into the midst of humanity.  Sound your
trumpet!  Blow your tune!  Loose the vitality of God
that is down in the very depths of your soul!  Loose!
Hallelujah.

Well, if that isn’t enough, they didn’t even know
that this “Enemy Agent” had
something of an alien force
within His Blood.  So, God had
to devise some means, some
way that when this Man left,
that He could leave behind the
ability to reproduce this de-
structive element.  Loose!  I
told you the devil was dumb
and God knew that he was
dumb and God knew what he
was going to do.  Would you
fight an enemy that knew what
you were going to do before
you even knew that you were
going to do it?  Well, if you did
then you would be as dumb as
the devil.  We don’t want to be
dumb; we want to be “foolish”
for God.  Hallelujah.

So, now we have God be-
queathing, or imparting Him-
self in this thing called “bap-
tism.”  John 14:12, Verily, ver-
ily, I say unto you, He that
believeth on me, the works that

I do shall he do also; and greater works than these
shall he do; because I go unto my Father.  That means
that He is going to incorporate Himself with man so
that the totality of God is at our disposal.  Now, this
Man healed the sick; He touched the blind eyes; He
made limbs grow where there were no limbs; He raised
the dead; He did just about every conceivable miracle
that you can possibly imagine.  What in the world could
be left to do that would be greater than what He did?
Not only did He do all of that, but He died and He
resurrected again.  What in the world could we do that
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would be greater than what He did?  Do you have an
idea?

“To destroy the devil.”
Yes.  We are to dismantle the infrastructure of this

world and its kings and its princes.  You are part of the
wrecking crew.  Have you ever seen those big cranes
with one of those big balls?  They get to swinging it.
You know, I have often thought, “Boy, I’d like to oper-
ate one of those things.”  You have a building  and you
would swing that wrecking ball this way and you would
swing it that way!  You look at that building and the
ball is swinging this way and it is swinging that way.
The building is right there.  Oh boy, here it comes!
Ready or not!  CRASH!  Glass flies.  Bricks fly.  Roof
falls.  Dust flies.  The thing collapses within itself.
Hallelujah!  GLORY TO GOD!  Another piece of hell
is brought down!!!

How about one of those great big tractors?  You
know, a bulldozer that opens up like a big mouth.  You
would get in that piece of equipment, aim it at the build-
ing and begin rumbling along.  You are rumbling along
and you hit that wall and you might feel this shaking
here and there but the thing just keeps going!  Keeps
going!  Keeps going!  All the while its jaws are going
like this, chomping down, chomping down, and
chomping down as it tears down the infrastructure of
the building.

What is depression to a bulldozer?  What is pride
to one of those swinging balls?  Better yet, have you
ever seen them implode a building?  They blow up a
building so that nobody and nothing around it gets hurt.
We should be in the imploding business and not in the
exploding business, because when we explode there is
usually collateral damage.  So, God sends His Holy
Spirit deep into the heart of enemy territory and He
goes in and He begins to plant this little bomb right in
the midst of the structure of your soul.

We have a Holy Ghost bomb planted in our mind,
we have a Holy Ghost bomb planted in our emotions,
we have a Holy Ghost bomb planted in our emotions,
and we have a Holy Ghost bomb planted in our desires.
They go off incrementally.  Not all at the same time,
but incrementally.  This one might go off first, then
another, then another, and then that one - the big bang!
(There is your Big Bang theory.)  The building goes
“KA  WOOM” and it all just collapses in upon itself.
The only thing that is going to be left standing is the
heart that loves Jesus.  My God!  My God!  RESUR-
RECTION!  Scripture says, “Out of ashes shall come
beauty” (Isaiah 61:3).

You know, if God were to
inhabit us now it would kill us.  We are too self-orien-
tated; we are too self-preserved.  We are like a jar that
is sitting on the shelf.  Every once in a while we get it
down, blow the dust off of it and put it back on the
shelf.  SELF-PRESERVED!  Saving it for a rainy day.

John 14:15, If ye love me, keep my commandments.
16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you
another Comforter, that he may
abide with you for ever; 17Even the
Spirit of truth; whom the world can-
not receive, because it seeth him not,
neither knoweth him: but ye know
him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall
be in you.

The Word is in Daniel 11:32.  It is a Word that we quote, And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he
corrupt by flatteries: but the people that do know their God shall be strong, and do exploits.  Therefore, God is
bringing a people into an understanding, no longer an understanding in our heads of Who God is, but an understanding
within our very being of Who God really is.  So, the people that know their God (not just know about their God), they
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shall be the ones that shall do exploits.  Jesus put it a little differently.  In John 14:12, He said, Verily, verily, I say unto
you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because
I go unto my Father.  But as He was leaving them, He said, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my
God, and your God (John 20:17).  The Lord is our God and we are going to have to know Him in that capacity.  Praise
the Lord.

Therefore, let us look into the Word here concerning this knowledge of God that we must have.  It is not enough to
have a little knowledge about Him.  People have the ability to be ever learning, and never able to come to the knowl-
edge of the truth (II Timothy 3:7).  We don’t want to be found in that category.  God has invested quite a lot in a people
for a purpose and He is waiting to see His investment pay dividends (unlike the banking system right now).  We don’t
want to see His investments become foreclosures.  We want to see God fulfill His very intent to bring deliverance into
our lives, to bring deliverance through our lives into the world.  Anything short of that is failure.  Praise God.

Jesus died and shed His blood and while hanging on the cross, He said, “It is finished.”  The work of our redemption
is finished.  Now we must appropriate the Blood, His life, and finish the work in us.

Now, brethren, we are the sons of God and we must now develop, because when we see Him, we are going to be
like Him, for we shall see Him as He is (I John 3:2). This is what we are talking about, that this knowledge of God
brings us into a relationship with God.  Now, Moses had that relationship, he had that understanding.  He said He made
known His ways unto Moses and His acts unto the children of Israel.  Moses came into an understanding of Who God
is and of the nature of God.

Proverbs 16:6, By mercy and truth iniquity is purged: and by the fear of the LORD men depart from evil.  Praise
God.  Let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity.  How are we going to get away from
iniquity?  It is by mercy.  It is by truth.  It is by receiving and partaking of that life that is Christ.  He was full of grace
and truth.  I am the way, the truth, and the life (John 14:6).  He was the resurrection, by receiving Christ, by receiving
grace for grace (John 1:16).  By receiving His mercy, knowing His grace, and by understanding His grace.  He is not
a respecter of persons (Acts 10:34).  By mercy and truth iniquity is purged: and by the fear of the LORD men depart
from evil.  Praise God.

Now, what is the fear of the Lord?  It is to honor and it is reverence.  But it brings us to an understanding that we
must not do that which is displeasing to God.  How many times did God instruct Israel to walk in His ways?  Do not
forget My judgments and My statutes, and My commandments, but diligently “teach them to your children” (Deuteronomy
8:11, 11:19).  Teach them as you are waking up in the morning; teach them as you are walking along through the day;
teach them as you go to bed at night.  Teach them, put them as frontlets above your eyes (Deuteronomy 11:18).  Teach
them, teach them.  Amen.

Therefore, there is a need that we have to get back to the grass roots of knowing God.  John 1:1, In the beginning
was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  The Word of God is God.  We must get His Word
in us and allow it to bring forth grace, life, and the manifestation of God’s glory.  We must not be defeated by circum-
stances, by the fear of the faces of men, or by the doubts that would seek to rise up within us.  We must not be defeated
by them.  We must appropriate the Word of God and allow that Word to work, because we overcome him by the blood
of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death  (Revelation 12:11).

You see, that is rhetoric.  We know the Word, but the depth of understanding the Word we have not yet received.  We
need another anointing from heaven to quicken that Word within us.  He said that the Holy Spirit would bring all things
back to our remembrance (John 14:26).  We must be anointed from on high.  I think of the days of Pentecost when the
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Lord said, but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high (Luke 24:49).
I think that now is the appropriate timeframe!  We need to be seeking God for that heavenly endowment of the Holy

Spirit, to begin to substantiate, to solidify, and to quicken His Word within our mortal beings.  Amen.  Praise God.
Blessed be the name of the Lord.

Do you remember Abraham?  Abraham had knowledge of the Lord.  He had a certain understanding of God from
his own perspective, but he came to know God from God’s perspective.  Praise God.  It is kind of a funny story.  We
know the story, so I don’t have to repeat it all.  I can give you parts of it and you will come right back to where it is.
Abraham was challenged to believe God and what God said He would do.  “I am going to bless you with a seed, with
a son and of your son shall all the nations of the earth be blessed” (Genesis 18:18).  “Well, it sounds good to me, God.”
But he didn’t believe it.  He kind of laughed a little bit, therefore, he tried to help God out a little bit and he had a son
named Ishmael.

The Lord said, “I am going to bless him, too, but he is not the one that I am going to really bless.  You are going to
have a son; Sarah is going to have a son and I am going to bless him.”

He said that at a certain time, and at the appointed time this blessing was going to take place.  This was at the time
when Sodom and Gomorrah were having their heyday.  The Lord was visiting Abraham and was about to take care of
that situation.  He said, “Shall I tell Abraham the real purpose of my visit? (Genesis 18:17).  Shall I confide in him what
I am about to do?”  He said, “Yes, I am going to tell him what I am going to do, because I know that he fears Me and that
he will teach his children that same fear; he will teach them the knowledge of God” (Genesis 18:19).

Therefore, faithful is God Who has promised and will do what He said He will do.  He told Abraham what He was
going to do and Abraham went into intercession and prayer and it almost worked.  Praise God.  It almost worked; he just
couldn’t get down to requesting for one.  He could only get to 10.  Anyway, that was not the end of the relationship that
Abraham had with God.

The set time came and Abraham had his son in his old age and I would imagine that he really loved that boy.  He had
servants to help raise him and that helps when you have kids in your old age; you need a lot of help and mercy.
Abraham had some help, but the Lord was about to prove him and brought him to the greatest test of his life.

He said, “Abraham, I want you to take your son and offer him” (Genesis 22:2).
Abraham made preparation, took the boy and his servants and all the necessary things for the sacrifice, except the

sacrifice.  Amen.
As they got closer to their destination, the little boy said, “Dad, it looks like you are getting forgetful in your old

age.  We seem to have everything that we need, but what we need.”
He said, “That is okay.  God Himself will provide what we need.  He will provide Himself a lamb” (Genesis 22:8).
They journeyed on and came to the place of sacrifice where Abraham stacked the wood, readied Isaac, and took the

knife.  Praise God.  The angel stopped him.  It is a strange word, Genesis 22:12, For now I know that thou fearest God.
Now, it wasn’t for God’s sake that this was said, now I know.  The Word says that we shall know even as we are known
(I Corinthians 13:12).  Now, that doesn’t make any sense to us; we will know even as we are known.  What do we know
now?  Not very much in terms of what God knows.  But as Abraham brought down the knife, God said, “Now I know

as you know.”  In other words, “Now I know
that you know that I am able and I am willing.
Now I know that you know that I am your God
and I love you.”  Abraham learned a lesson.
He learned the faithfulness of God.  In that very
moment he knew even as he was known.  A
revelation came to him (within him) and this
is how it is going to come to us.  When we
come to that place where there is no exit, where
there is no way out, where there is going down
or there is going up, we must make a choice to
fully embrace the Word of the Lord.  Abraham
was able to do that and he gave us the lesson.
Praise the Lord.

Let us look in I Chronicles 28.  David had
a desire to find a place for God, a permanent
place, a dwelling place for God.  He wanted to
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build God a house.  The desire in him grew
stronger and stronger.  He was purposing to do
the thing and he rejoiced in the fact that the
house was going to be done and it was going to
be a resting place for God, albeit temporary,
because howbeit the most High dwelleth not
in temples made with hands; as saith the
prophet (Acts 7:48). God has another idea about
the temple in which He wants to reside, another
temple that man had nothing to do with.

Again, we won’t go through the long story,
but we will read the context from I Chronicles
28:8, Now therefore in the sight of all Israel
the congregation of the LORD, and in the au-
dience of our God, keep and seek for all the
commandments of the LORD your God: that
ye may possess this good land, and leave it for
an inheritance for your children after you for ever.  Again, we are going to hear a number of references to this good
land that God has His eyes on all the time, day and night.  We need to not think about the land as out there anymore, but
this land is our very being - we are the dwelling place of God, we are the house of God.  Moses was faithful in all of his
house as a servant, but Christ as a Son over his own house, whose house we are, is faithful to complete the work that He
has started (Hebrews 3:5-6).  We are being built upon this foundation and God is expecting that we would take care and
build rightly, circumspectly, and properly upon this foundation.

Look at what he spoke to Solomon here in verse 9, And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the God of thy father,
and serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind: for the LORD searcheth all hearts, and understandeth
all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, he will be found of thee; but if thou forsake him, he will cast
thee off for ever.  Now, we know that Solomon gained a lot of that knowledge when he became king.  He understood
that he was not, in his own self, prepared for the job that he had to do.  He was not ready to rule this so great a people:
great in stubbornness, great in rebellion, great in stiffneckedness, great in hard-heartedness.   He was not ready for that.
Now, I’m talking about them, not us, right?  Praise God.

But he prayed and God visited him in a dream and He said, “Ask what it is that you would have Me give you.”
Solomon said, “Give me a wise and understanding heart that I might know how to judge this Thy people, so great

a people” (II Chronicles 1:10).
Therefore, God was pleased with his asking and He said, “Okay, I am going to give you that and I am going to give

you other blessings, also.  I am going to give you that wisdom to know God, to know how to move, to know how to
judge, to know how to reason.”  God offers us the same thing.  Isaiah 1:18, Come now, and let us reason together.  God
has an expectation.  He has a requirement that we will learn the rules of the game.  You know, we can play the game
much better when we know the rules.  You have a better chance for success when you know the rules of the game and
we need to know the rules to this game of life that the Lord has called us to walk.  And thou, Solomon my son, know
thou the God of thy father, and serve him with a perfect heart.

Therefore, we are rehearsing; we are going over the things that we know.  What is important to remember is that
whenever we fall short, that is not the problem.  Falling short of the mark is not the problem.  It is staying in that
position that is the problem.  When we find ourselves short of the mark, let us call out to God, because God has a
provision there for us of life in abundance, of deliverance, of strength when we are faithful to call upon Him.  So many
times we get discouraged, we make errors, we make mistakes and we stay in that condition and we don’t move from
there.  We must know that God knows our frame and He knows that we are going to fail.  Put no confidence in man, put
no confidence in princes, and put no confidence in yourself, please.  We are going to fail.  We must fail because we need
to see that we cannot make it.  In and of ourselves we cannot do anything.  Praise God.

Serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind (I Chronicles 28:9).  Praise God.  John 4:24, God is a
Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.  It is not a guessing game.  The true
worshipper, the person who wants God, is saying, “Just love the Lord.” Mark 12:30, And thou shalt love the Lord thy
God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first
commandment.  Amen.  Colossians 3:23, And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men.
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Therefore, He is asking for some basic things,
like trust and obedience.

If we are going to follow the Lord…  He
said, “If any man will be My disciple, let him
come after Me, let him take up his cross daily
and follow Me” (Luke 9:23).  Praise God.  So,
we must begin again to gain the perspective
and the knowledge of God: departing from in-
iquity, seeking first the kingdom of God and
His righteousness and loving God with a per-
fect mind, a perfect heart.  When we make a
mistake don’t wallow in it, leave that position
and turn to God and move on.  Amen.

I Chronicles 28:9, And thou, Solomon my
son, know thou the God of thy father, and
serve him with a perfect heart and with a will-
ing mind: for the LORD searcheth all hearts,

and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, he will be found of thee; but if thou
forsake him, he will cast thee off for ever.  We can’t fool Him.  We can’t trick Him.  We can’t psych Him out.  He knows
when we have truly repented or when we are still playing “hide and seek.”  He knows when we are being very religious
and very pious.  He knows when we are moving in wickedness and pride.  He knows when we are being genuinely
humble.

If thou seek him, he will be found of thee.  I would like to say that this is a pretty good deal.  If we seek Him we will
find Him, but if thou forsake him, he will cast thee off for ever.  Verse 10, Take heed now; for the LORD hath chosen
thee to build an house for the sanctuary: be strong, and do it.  Now, this was where David has gathered all of Israel
together, all of the princes and all of the nobles and he is establishing Solomon as king and what he is going to do.
Therefore, he is saying to Solomon now, Take heed for the Lord has chosen him.  It is not a small thing.  The LORD
hath chosen thee.  Sometimes we are written in scripture.  The Lord has called us.  The Lord has chosen us.  We didn’t
choose ourselves.  Amen.  I Peter 2:9, But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar
people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.
It wasn’t our idea.  We were on vacation.  We were doing everything but what God wanted us to do.  (Most of us - I will
put it that way.) You know, some of us were steeped in Christianity and religion, just waiting on the Lord to ring our bell
so that we could get about His business.  No, we were wallowing in sin.

Therefore, the Lord called us.  “I have chosen you, you have not chosen me” (John 15:16).  It wasn’t our idea.  The
Lord chooses the weak, the feeble, and the foolish, that He might confound the wisdom of the wise (I Corinthians 1:27).
He chooses not the multitude, but He chooses the remnant.  He said to Israel, “Don’t think that I have chosen you
because you were the best, you are the greatest, or that you are the most.  No.  You were the fewest” (Deuteronomy 7:7).
“You were the least.  You were nothing and now I can use that.”  Praise God.

Therefore, Solomon, take heed now; for the LORD hath chosen thee to build an house for the sanctuary: be
strong, and do it.  Some of the Bibles will cut out and leave off some of the words like, be strong, and do it.  God is
interested in people who are doers.  He is interested in people who are doers.  “Be ye a doer of the Word and not a hearer
only” (James 1:23,25).  Praise God.  Therefore, “be strong, and do it.”  So, whatever it is that the Lord has sanctioned,
that the Lord has called for us to do, let us take courage, let us take the strength of the Lord and let us do it.

The Word of the Lord says, He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in much (Luke 16:10).  So, let
us be faithful to do what God wants us to do.  Therefore, we are talking about knowing God.  Our knowledge of God
tells us that if we are faithful with the little things then God can entrust us with the bigger things.  Praise God.

Let us look in I Corinthians 8:1, Now as touching things offered unto idols, we know that we all have knowledge.
Knowledge puffeth up, but charity edifieth.  There are some things that we know, but how quickly do we forget what
we need to know?  Sometimes we can beat each other up with our knowledge and God wants us to cover one another
with His love.

I John 4:7, Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and
knoweth God.  8He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.  Therefore, the thing that we need to know is that
we must love one another.  This is the knowledge of God demonstrated to the world.  John 13:35, By this shall all men
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know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.  There is no other yardstick we have, but the manifesta-
tion of the love of God one for another.

What will love cause us to do?  Well, let’s take Moses again since we mentioned him earlier.  He knew the ways of
God.  God taught him His ways.  He had been up communing with the Lord 40 days and 40 nights.  He came down to
find the people far from God - let’s put it like that - they had gone far from God.  They had gone to worshipping another
god - idols.  God said to Moses, “Let Me alone that I might destroy this people.  Let’s just destroy this people and start
anew with you and raise up seed” (Exodus 32:10).

Moses said, “No!  Not so, Lord!” (Exodus 32:11). He falls down and worships the Lord and intercedes for Israel
and God spares Israel because of a man’s knowledge of God.  “God, what will the heathen say?  That You were able to
bring them out but You were not able to deliver them?  That’s not a good testimony.”

Therefore, the Lord heard Moses.  Jesus said, If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall
also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour (John 12:26).  The Lord wants to bring us into
that Abraham relationship where He will share with us His secrets.  He will tell us so we know how to pray, what to
pray, and when to pray.  He wants to bring us into that Moses type relationship.  These men related to God face to face.
They knew God intimately.  We see Paul coming to an awareness that he needed to have a deeper knowledge of the
Lord.  So, he prayed to God and said that he is pressing on.  He is striving for the mark of the high calling of God in
Christ Jesus (Philippians 3:14). He had not attained, but he is not looking back.  “That is one thing that I am doing.  I
am forgetting about those things that are behind me and I am looking for the things that are ahead of me.”  I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.  He goes on to say, 15Let us therefore, as
many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you.

 Let’s have that same attitude, that same mind of going ahead, of looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our
faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right
hand of the throne of God (Hebrews 12:2).  He said that if we fall short, God will reveal even this unto us.

Then he goes on to pray in Philippians 3, “That I may know about Him.”  No, he didn’t say that!  He said in verse
10, That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made
conformable unto his death.  Now, Paul took it to another level.  He wanted to know some specific things about the
Lord.  That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made
conformable unto his death;  I John 3:2, Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we
shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is.  But this being
conformed unto His death is how when we see Him we are going to be like Him, for we shall see him as he is.  It won’t
happen without the being made conformable unto his death or by us not taking up our cross and dying daily.  I die
daily (I Corinthians 15:31).  John had somewhat of an idea of it.  John 3:30, He must increase, but I must decrease.  So,
it entails being made conformable unto his death.

And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their
lives unto the death (Revelation 12:11).  The thing that we have been holding onto is our very lives.  The devil knows
that we are afraid to die.  It is not a secret.  He knows we are afraid to die.  We must have the knowledge and the faith.
Jesus said, “That this commandment I received of My Father that I lay My life down and I take it up again” (John
10:18).  Therefore, He received the Word and He
believed the Word.  Luke 4:4, That man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every word of God.  He
brought them out of Egypt that they may know;
He gave them manna from heaven that they may
know that man shall not live by bread alone, but
by every word of God.  Therefore, when the Lord
says, I am the resurrection and the life, we can
know it and believe it.

I want to say one more thing here.  II Timothy
1:10, But is now made manifest by the appearing
of our Saviour Jesus Christ, who hath abolished
death, and hath brought life and immortality to
light through the gospel.  You have all three cat-
egories there.  You have death, you have life and
you have immortality.  He abolished death, and
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hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel.  Therefore, it is an understanding of the Word that we
must have in order to come into immortality, into resurrection life.  Paul said in II Timothy 3:15, And that from a child
thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in
Christ Jesus.  We must come into the reality of the knowledge of the Word of God within our being bringing about
God’s life, God’s will and God’s purpose.  John 1:4, In him was life; and the life was the light of men.  Verse 12, But
as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:
Praise God.  II Timothy 1:10, …who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the
gospel, through the Word of God and it is there for us to believe.  We didn’t finish in Corinthians, but we got the idea.

Let us take a look at the knowledge that we need and we will move on from here.  Look here in John 17:1, These
words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son
also may glorify thee.  This is a real prayer for a real situation.  When we are in dire straits and have serious emergen-
cies, our prayers must match the situations.  The Lord is praying one of these prayers here.  Oftentimes the Lord would
pray aloud in order that the brethren might hear.  This is one of those times and He said, “I am not praying for My sake,
but for your sake that ye might believe.”  He prayed that these brethren might get the Word that they might call to
remembrance that He prayed for them and be comforted.

There is a time that God wants to glorify His people.  Revelation 11:3, And I will give power unto my two wit-
nesses…  There is a time that God wants to empower the church for the mission that He has established that should be
in our time.  It has got to be God in a people.  It has to be God.  Look at what He is working with!  It has to be God.
Amen.  That is not a put-down.  “God, You know we can’t do it.  You know we are failures.  We are prone and we are
susceptible to failure.  But, we have a desire not to fail.”  Praise God.  It is getting earnest in our expectation of God to
move within us and getting serious with God.  “Lord, help me.  Help my unbelief.”

Do you remember Jacob?  Oh, praise God.  We know the man’s life.  The man’s name was Jacob and his nature was
indicative of his name.  If you gave him a nickname it would be like “Mr. Snake in the Grass.”  He was such a character.
That reminds me of another thing we need to talk about.  Sometimes we give nicknames to our children and stuff like
that.  We shouldn’t do that most of the time.  Would you trust a guy named “Snake”?  How about a guy called “Weasel”?
I wouldn’t trust anybody named “Weasel.”  Let me give you an example of what I am talking about.  This brother might
hear the tape; therefore I will apologize to him now for telling this story.  This brother came up the other day and said,
“Hey, my name is Wrong-Way.”  Praise God, we need to pray for “Wrong-Way” and he would agree with our prayers.
But, can you imagine what a person must be like to get a nickname like “Wrong-way?”  The brother is a very fine
brother and God has marvelously wrought deliverance in his life.  Therefore, he is no longer a “Wrong-way,” he is a
new creature in Christ.  He is a “Right-way.”  There is a spirit that is associated with these names, therefore, we have to
resist them, reject them, and rebuke them.  We must deny them access by not doing the things that snakes and weasels
do.  Praise God.

Anyway, back to Jacob; the Lord changed his name.  The man came to a time in his life where he could no longer
finagle himself out of situations.  He had to face his brother, Esau.  Esau was coming with 400 men.  Jacob must have

cried, “Oh, Jesus,” (even though he didn’t
know Jesus).  “Oh, Jesus, what am I going
to do?  Okay, I will divide myself into two
bands.  I’ll set my favorite band behind,
my not favorite band next and I will be
last.  Just in case my peace offerings and
gifts, which I am sending over by droves,
don’t work.”  He had about 10 droves and
he was thinking in his carnal mind of ways
to pacify Esau.  His mind was working.
You know how our mind goes when we
think that God cannot help us.  Every
thought should be subject to Christ.  We
allow the devil and the imaginations of our
minds to bring us into a place of fear and
confusion.

Anyway, Jacob divided himself into
two bands.  Scripture didn’t say this, but
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he must have come to the place where he thought, “This is not
helping and I don’t have any peace.  Maybe I should just pray.
Maybe I should get hold of God.”  So, he found himself by
himself and he started praying and he had a visitation by an
angel, the scripture says, “he wrestled” and near the breaking
of the day he still wrestled (Genesis 32:24-29).  The angel said
to him, “The day is breaking; I’ve got to go.”  Jacob said, “I’ll
not let you go until you bless me.”  Jacob got sick and tired of
being sick and tired!  You and I also have to get tired of being
our carnal selves.  We must lay hold of God and not let Him go
until He blesses us.  God must bless us.  We must change and
then God can say, “Now I know you.”  The Lord knows when
we are serious.  Therefore, he touched him and his loins were
girded about with truth.  By mercy and truth iniquity is purged.
He touched him in the hollow of his thigh, getting down and out to the sinew, the nitty-gritty of the problem.  He
changed the man.  He said, “You are no longer Jacob.  You are now Israel, because you are a prince with God.”  You
have prevailed and found favor with God.  Now, you know what the Lord does require of thee.

Anyway, back to John 17:2, (God desires to manifest the glory upon His Son), As thou hast given him power over
all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him.  Then He goes on and defines it for Him,
verse 3, And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.
We are going around struggling to be Christians, doing the best we can do to: know God, believe God, receive the
pureness of His Word, diligently seek Him and love Him.  Let’s humble our hearts before the Lord and don’t make it
hard.  He said in John 14:15, If ye love me, keep my commandments.  And he said again in I John 5:3, For this is the
love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.  They are not so far-reaching
that you can’t do them.  How would that be if God gave you something that you couldn’t do and He expected you to do
it and you just kept failing?  What kind of God would that be?  No, that is not how God works.  My commandments are
not grievous.  You can do them.  Praise God!

This is life eternal, that we might know God.  There needs to become this cry in our heart, as Paul said, That I may
know him...  That I might know Him!  Amen.  Therefore, the Lord wants us to turn our focus off of our trying to be good
and start believing Him.  In John 6:28, the Jews came to the Lord and they had the same kind of question.  “What is it
that we must do to work the work of God?  What is the formula?  What is the solution to our misery?”  In verse 29, he
said, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. We must begin to believe Jesus Christ, that
He’s within us and that He’s with us and will complete the work that He has started in us.  Amen.  I am going to
complete this word with a couple more verses.  Praise the name of the Lord.

Let’s look at what the Lord says in Isaiah 2:3 about our need to come to the mountain of God and He will teach us
of His ways.  And many people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house
of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the
law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.  Therefore, in the very top of the mountain is where the abundance
of the knowledge of God is, as well the abundance of our life in the Spirit.  Come up higher in our yearning for God.
Come up higher in our appetite for truth and righteousness.  Come up higher in the anointing in the inward parts.  Come
up higher.  So, when we come to the mountain He will teach us of His ways.

Now, we will look at I John 2:27, and that tells us that there is an anointing that we have received and that same
anointing teaches us all things.  But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that
any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it
hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.  This anointing is the Holy Ghost.  This brings us to what Jesus said in John
16:7, Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will
not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.  The life that we need at the present time is a life that is
Holy Spirit filled and Holy Spirit led.  Walking according to the Spirit and living according to the Spirit.  If we walk in
the Spirit we must also live in the Spirit.  It starts with a yearning; it starts with an appetite; it starts with a desire; it
starts with a mindset.  “I want God.  I want God in every aspect and in every compartment of my soul: I want God in my
mind, I want God in my emotions, I want God in my desires, and I want God in my will.”  Amen.  In every aspect of our
soul we want God in there.  Praise God.

So, the Holy Spirit is that Comforter that God has given us, to lead us and to guide us, to bring us into the knowl-
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edge of God.  Amen.  Let us look at the covenant in Jeremiah and then in Hebrews 8 and I will be done.  The covenant
in Hebrews 8:8-10, For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a
new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah:

Again, the Lord was dealing with Israel and bringing them to the knowledge of God.  He was bringing them to a
certain relationship, a certain understanding with God.  Do you remember the time when He said for Moses to gather
all these people together and let them hear Me?  (Exodus 19:9).  He wanted to make an impression upon them and He
did.  They didn’t want to hear Him anymore.  But God is bringing us to that place.  We must come to that place where
God is speaking and we must be like Samuel and say, “Speak, Lord, for thy servant heareth” (I Samuel 3:9-10).  I will
make a new covenant with the house of Israel.  Verse 9, Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers
in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my
covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord.  10For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel
after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to
them a God, and they shall be to me a people.  Brethren, if we haven’t yet understood or known or learned that “our
ways are not like God’s ways,” we should soon discover that so that we can reject our ways (Isaiah 55:8).  He is going
to put His law in our mind, because our ways and thoughts are not like His ways and thoughts.  Isaiah 55:7, Let the
wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts. Our ways cannot please God.  They cannot do
anything for us, but bring us down, down, down.  Praise God.  Let Him put His law in our mind and write them in our
hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people.  Daniel 11:32, …the people that do know their
God shall be strong, and do exploits.  Those are the ones that are going to bring deliverance in the world.  We need to
believe it.  Amen.  We need to believe it!

I don’t think that anyone believes that President Elect Obama is going to be the savior of the world.  I know Rush
Limbaugh doesn’t believe it.  I’m going to stop preaching and go into meddling.  No, I don’t know anything about
politics.  But you know what I am saying?  The world has no confidence even in itself.  It has no confidence.  It doesn’t
know what to do.  Therefore, it is stuck in the spirit of finger pointing and blaming.  It is our entire fault for departing
from the knowledge of God and from the ways of God.  God gave man a system of how to relate and man rejected it.
Can you imagine?  The only thing that could save our economy right now is a Jubilee!  “Forgive my debts.”  You know,
that would give me a fresh start.  But do you know what?  It is not going to happen.  They are looking at “FORECLO-
SURE!”  Anyway, bless the Lord.  But God is going to give us a Jubilee.  God has a Jubilee right around the corner.  As
Brother Hovind says, “Coming to a city near you.”  Hebrews 8:10, I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a
people.  Listen, brethren, this is a pretty good deal.  The Lord says, “Has any other people heard the voice of God
speaking to them as you have heard?”  There are no other people like you.  Think about it.  Think about how God has
brought us, nurtured us, and how God has spoken to us individually and corporately over the years.  Think about how
God has given us encouragement and life and health and strength, how He has given us of His Word that we might
know Him.  Amen!

Two more verses and then I am done.  Hebrews 8:11, And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every
man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.  This is what I John 2:27
says.  They shall know the Lord.  For all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.  Verse 12, For I will be merciful
to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.  Therefore, the Lord is going to
teach each person individually and personally.

This is the last verse that we will take tonight.  It came up earlier but I didn’t finish it.  Therefore, I will read it now.
Hebrews 2:14-15, the enemy uses fear to hinder us and we are learning to fear the Lord, not the devil.  Forasmuch then
as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death
he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil.  Jesus Christ was a partaker of flesh and blood that
He might overcome and destroy him that had power of death.  Verse 15, And deliver them who through fear of death
were all their lifetime subject to bondage.  Fear of death is a great stronghold that the enemy uses over humanity.  The
Lord Jesus conquered death and we must overcome it and the fear of it as well.  Praise God.  Amen.  The last enemy that
shall be conquered is death.

Therefore, brethren, we have received the Word of God and we have received the life of God and this life is to bring
us into resurrection, into total victory.  It is to bring about in us the knowledge of God.  Part of that knowledge is that
nothing is too hard for God.  We also need to know that all things are possible with the Lord and that God loves us.
Amen.  God is not a respecter of persons.  The knowledge of God brings us into conformity to His Word.  Therefore, the
knowledge of God is producing for us the impetus to desire and to accept the Word and allow it to bring change and
growth.  Brethren, let us go on TO KNOW GOD.  Amen!

“The Delight of Sacrifice”
February 24th

And I will very gladly spend
and be spent for you (II Corinthians 12:15).

When the Spirit of God has shed abroad the love of God in our hearts, we begin deliberately to identify
ourselves with Jesus Christ’s interests in other people, and Jesus Christ is interested in every kind of man there
is. We have no right in Christian work to be guided by our affinities; this is one of the biggest tests of our
relationship to Jesus Christ. The delight of sacrifice is that I lay down my life for my Friend, not fling it away,
but deliberately lay my life out for Him and His interests in other people, not for a cause. Paul spent himself
for one purpose only - that he might win men to Jesus Christ. Paul attracted to Jesus all the time, never to
himself. “I am made all things to all men, that I might by all means save some.” When a man says he must
develop a holy life alone with God, he is of no more use to his fellow men: he puts himself on a pedestal, away
from the common run of men. Paul became a sacramental personality; wherever he went, Jesus Christ helped
Himself to his life. Many of us are after our own ends, and Jesus Christ cannot help Himself to our lives. If we
are abandoned to Jesus, we have no ends of our own to serve. Paul said he knew how to be a “door mat”
without resenting it, because the mainspring of his life was devotion to Jesus. We are apt to be devoted, not to
Jesus Christ, but to the things which emancipate us spiritually. That was not Paul’s motive. “I could wish my
self were accursed from Christ for my brethren” - wild, extravagant - is it? When a man is in love it is not an
exaggeration to talk in that way, and Paul is in love with Jesus Christ.  ~ Oswald Chambers

So the question that has been rolling around in my head since church on Sunday is, if I am not satisfied
with my relationship with God, why am I not asking for more?  If I have a friend that I want to get to know
better, I call them, make time for them and make myself available for them.  My agenda is no longer important
- only their’s.  But am I the same way with God?

This reading of My Utmost for His Highest and the accompanying scripture for the day really spoke
volumes to me.   I think God is amazing and I don’t think I say that enough.  Just as I’m struggling with
wanting a better/deeper relationship with God and wanting to serve Him more faithfully, Mr. Chambers hits
the nail on the head.  He talks about Paul pouring himself out for his Beloved and that his only goal was to do
the bidding of Christ.  Can I say that scripture with the same assurance?  “Paul said that he knew how to be a
“door mat” without resenting it.”  How often do we lay down our own comforts for what God asks us to do?
Our only legacy should not point to ourselves, but rather the One who saved us.  Mr. Chambers went on to say
that Paul’s goal wasn’t freedom - which is so often the cry - but rather devotion to Jesus.  What an amazing
testimony!

Lord, let my actions match my words.  I want You, only You, and I don’t know if I’m there yet, but I want my
desire to be “spent for You,” that I would serve You with delight, with a singleness of focus, and let that focus
not waver!
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The Lord Waits on the Increase

I enjoyed this nugget because it encourages me to strive for excellence pertaining to my spiritual

walk.  It is so easy to fall prey to assessing what I do and do not have in the world, and measuring the
value of those things from my personal perspective.  This nugget encourages me to really receive the
mind of the Lord, and to allow His vision to become my own.  In order for me to see the genuine fruit
of Christ producing in my soul, I cannot afford to allow my SELF to get in His way!  I hope this
passage encourages you as it did me.

Isaiah 5:1-2, 7 "Now will I sing to my well beloved a song of my beloved touching His vine-
yard.  My well beloved had a vineyard in a very fruitful hill,

5:2 "And he fenced it, and gathered out the stones thereof and planted it with the choicest vine,
and built a tower in the midst of it, and also made a winepress therein:  and he looked that it should
bring forth, and it brought forth wild grapes."

5:7 "For the vineyard of the Lord of Host is the house of Israel and the men of Judah his pleasant
plant…"

In different cultures and at different times in the history of the world men have changed their
basis of assessing value.  For example in the time of Job, riches were counted by the amount of
cattle and servants one had.  We therefore have the tendency to think that the things which are
precious to us are also precious to God.  This is not true, unless we have the mind of Christ.

As man would now count gold in this modern age, even so does God count His people and their
increase SPIRITUALLY is a precious thing to His heart. Any other form of prosperity outside of
spiritual prosperity means very little to God.

The picture which we have just seen in Isaiah 5:1,2,and 7 depicts the very heart of God and the
whole purpose for which he made man - "---the men of Judah, His pleasant plant."

James 5:7 b "Behold the husbandman waiteth for the precious fruit of the earth, and hath long
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patience for it, until he receive the early and latter rain."
The fruit comes before the harvest.  God's intent and purpose from His first planting of Adam

and Eve was to bring forth His glory in the earth - "…Be fruitful and multiply and have dominion
over the earth."  Fruitful, bringing forth godliness, and dominion in righteousness and holiness, not
worldly dominion.  God tended his vineyard from Adam to Enoch, through the age of the Law and
the prophets:  Moses and Elijah, to Jesus Christ.

What was lost in Adam was regained in Christ.  He showed perfect and complete subjection to
the will of the Father in all things.  The first manifestation of this restoration and the showing forth
of the perfect will of the Father was seen on the mount in His three phased temptation:

1. Making stone into bread - type of which was to satisfy the human nature.
2. "All this power will I give thee" - the craving after power.
3. "Cast thyself down" - Self exaltation, and satisfying of the ego-Showmanship-
Jesus was put to the test, but stood on the authority of the word and overcame in each case as

Satan could find nothing in Him.  In Jesus' dealing with people; his love and compassion, his care
for the little children and above all he pleased the Father in all things.  In Him then we see the
example of the perfect fruit bearing which pleases God.  There was no place that Jesus went where
there was a lack of this showing forth of fruit unto God in His life.

As he was in the earth so are we to be.  Through the effectual working of the Spirit, fruitbearing
takes on a new dimension wherein the soul of man is transformed from his vile nature and brought
into conformity to the image of Christ.

Jesus Christ our Lord established a church built upon the Apostles and Prophets.  He laid down
all the necessary foundations for its continuation as a fruitbearing institution, but so many churches
have been deceived even in the concept of what fruitbearing is.  One section believes it is winning
souls and another that it is the gifts of the spirit.  ABUNDANT FRUIT is abundantly exuding the
life and character of Jesus Christ in our daily living.

The whole creation is waiting in pain for the manifestation in the church of that abundance of
life in Christ coming forth but individuals have to be delivered from "the foxes" (little or big), the
"caterpillars and cankerworms" which destroy the vine and retard the increase.

John 15:1-2, 4,5 and 7,8;  "
John 15:1 "I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman."
15:2 "Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth

fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit."
15:4 "Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the

vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me."
15:5 "I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth

forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing."
15:7 "If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be

done unto you."
15:8 "Herein is my Father glorified, that YE BEAR MUCH FRUIT; so shall ye be my dis-

ciples."
Gal. 5:22, 23 "The fruit of the Spirit is LOVE, JOY, PEACE, LONGSUFFERING, GENTLE-

NESS, GOODNESS, FAITH, MEEKNESS, TEMPERANCE: "
Eph. 5:9 "The fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth,"

These two scriptures give us an insight into what the increase which God expects is and how
they are obtained - not in our good deeds for God or our imaginations, but in GOODNESS, RIGH-
TEOUSNESS, AND TRUTH.
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I want to encourage my fellow readers to check out the book
The Battle of Peer Dependency by Marina Sears.  The author gives her

personal account of losing Jeff, her husband of eight and a half years, to a fatal automobile accident.  How-
ever, it was not just her that had toface the sudden reality of widowhood.  She also had two sons, a daughter, and an
unborn baby (boy) on the way that she had to raise on her own.  Marina found herself in a situation where she was
pregnant, jobless, far from town without any family nearby to help her, and she already had three mouths to feed,
clothe, and provide shelter for.  What was this young woman to do?  This tragedy would serve as a template for her to
build her life and trust in Jesus Christ.  Her incredible journey with the Lord began, and within the pages of this book,
she provides insight to parents that want their children to, in her words, "Be all they can be for the Lord Jesus Christ."

Marina chronicles the events that happened in her life after Jeff's untimely death, as well as the thoughts and
feelings that each circumstance she faced presented to her and her children.  She had to take immediate action after her
husband's funeral for her and the family on so many levels.  In selling the house, managing her finances, finding
employment, and rearing her children, she was put into the position where her faith was continuously being tried,
tested, and ultimately, built up in God.  The variety of circumstances that she encounters along the way of a widow all
carry a different weight and all present a specific type of need or remedy.  For instance, early in the book, Marina shares
an account of being in a house that she is trying to sell, and she relates the struggles of needing money quickly in order
to provide for her children.  On top of that, the house is infested with scorpions!  So, she gives her testimony of
overcoming such a trial, and how this specific form of tribulation was yet another avenue for God to use in order to
bring her even closer to Him.

Do not let the title fool you and prevent you from picking up this book.  I admit, I was a little skeptical when it was
recommended that I read this book, because the title sounded like it leaned more to the psychological arena, and from
prior experience in reading such material, I did not want to go down that road any more if I did not have to!  However,
I put my skepticism aside, gave the first few pages a read, and I was hooked!  Needless to say, it did not take me long
to read through this book, and I found myself pouring over it a couple more times.  Those that may look at the title, and
automatically not want to take the time and read this book, I encourage you, this is not another piece of psychological
drivel.

Marina shows the ability to weave her testimony and use the Bible as her template to draw from.  Her incorporation
of the Word of God throughout her testimony makes this "battle" even more real and palatable for Christian families.
This book is not a "fluff" piece of text.  Those who take the time to read through this will be blessed, particularly those
with children or who (m) are thinking about having children.

As a newly christened father, I found much of what Marina shared in her book to be very helpful and valuable.  She
confirmed many thoughts that I had concerning parenting, and challenged my thinking as well through her testimony.
It was nice to see a fellow believer not "sugar-coat" her struggles and her ability to express what was going on within
her heart as she was facing hurdle after hurdle as a single parent really resonated with me.  I found myself assessing
after each chapter just how I was doing with the boys.  I was directly challenged in truly understanding the principles
laid out in the Bible about the role of the father, and seeing how it is such a privilege and a necessity for the children that
fathers live out those Biblical standards every day, early and often.

I want to encourage parents out there to pick up Marina Sears' book. She does an exceptional job of using the Bible
and threading it through her testimony.  Her story is one both Christian and non-Christian families would benefit from.
I know that I did.  God bless you.

God hasn’t finished with us yet.  God has decided that He wants to have
sons and He knows how to do it.  Amen.  Sometimes we feel as if it has slipped

God’s mind.  Sometimes we feel like the Word had the power and the opportunity
years ago, but after all these years it seems like there are things that are just re-
maining and remaining and remaining.  But God is a God of change.  You know,
there are things that we were able to set aside or put away at the beginning of our

Christian life, like cigarettes, alcohol or other bad habits.  But suddenly it
came down to putting aside our character and God began to con-
front our own selves.  Do you know that you sometimes say, “But,
God, this is me.  My forefathers were like this.  This is how my

nation is.  This is how I was brought up.  This is what my fellowship
is like.  These were the circumstances that formed me.  What are You
asking of me?  How should I change myself?  This is what I am like.  I
cannot stop doing something.  Well, I can stop doing something, but
if I kill that I will be killing myself.”

But because we live in the end of time, God wants to take us through
the experience of each piece of furniture in the tabernacle: this means
changing our character.  God knows very well that that character,
that nature, is found in every cell of our body, in every movement of
our mind.  Maybe you know that feeling, that terrible feeling where

sometimes you find yourself being conformable to your parents in the things
where you desperately didn’t want to be like them.  But God has a hope for
us.  God has hope for all of the bitterness that we have collected.

As the years have gone by, it is as if that bitterness was locked up in a
shell that has become harder and harder until it has become a part of our

soul.  It is as if that root was growing through our soul, through our mind, through
our heart and, if we are not careful, suddenly it starts growing in our midst.  You

know, family is the best environment for bitterness to grow and to multiply.  Do you
know that we are family?  Do you know that because of the years that we have been
together, those things can grow and multiply in our midst?  I don’t know if you have
ever been to the traditional churches; here we have all these generations, an aunt and a
grandmother, and if you want to somehow get into it, someone will have to explain to
you why things are the way that they are.  So, they will come and they will let you know,
“This aunt is with this family and that aunt is with that family and that is an uncle with

this family.”  You may not understand this, but there is a historical bitterness that has
happened because this one married that one and that one didn’t marry that one, etc.

But God wants to bring this to an end, that we would not allow these things to sit
in our souls, in our families and in our fellowships.

One time I was asking God, “God, why is Your name God of Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob?”  In reality, I was asking God, “God, what is so great

about those people?”  Do you know what God told me?
He said, “Me.  I was great.”

Amen.  God is not the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob because
they were great, but because God was mighty and great with them.

Those things that people thought could not be changed, God
changed.  Let us have a look at that family tree.  Hallelujah.

We have Abraham.  His son was named Isaac.  (I’ll have to
shorten the story a little bit otherwise we will have three-
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quarters of Genesis in here.) Then Isaac’s son was Jacob.
We know that next to Isaac there was Ishmael, but I don’t
want to talk about him.  Let us have a look at all the bitter-
ness and resentments that were happening here in this fam-
ily.

We have a second lineage in here and that is Isaac and
Rebekah.  There was also Esau.  I need one more and his
name is Laban, who is brother of Rebekah.  Let us have a
look at all that was happening in the midst of them.  The
first thing that we have to keep in mind is that God had in
mind one lineage: Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob through
which He wanted to bring blessings.  The whole time there
was a battle for one thing.  What was it?  The thing was the
right of the first-born.  Do you remember the fight about
Isaac and Ishmael and who would receive the right of the
firstborn?  It was as if something wanted to mix itself into
the plan of God, but God was waiting and He had His time.
Sometimes we feel that if God is taking His time that some-
thing is not working well for Him.  Sometimes we feel
like we need to help God,
but God is looking at His
story and He is developing
His lineage in His time.
We have this one advan-
tage: that we have the
Book that we can read
from the end.  We can
cheat.  We can look at how
it will finish.

You know, there are
some people who watch a
movie and they don’t want
to know the end of it.
Some people read a book
and they are really excited
about how the story goes
up and down and they look
forward to how it is going
to end.  When football or
ice hockey is on TV, and
someone isn’t able to
watch it, they don’t want to know the end result of the
game, because they want to watch the replay with the ex-
citement of not knowing the result.  I am the total oppo-
site.  If I watched any match (I haven’t done it for quite a
number of years,) I always first waited for it to come to an
end and when we won I listened to hear what the result of
it was and then I would go and watch it and I would know
that we won 4 to 3.  So, I would be sitting in front of the
TV and there would be this great match going on.  I would
have my popcorn and I would be saying, “We are losing 3
to 0.  I wonder what is going to happen?”

As the time would get shorter and shorter and shorter,

those people that didn’t know the results would become
more and more nervous.

They would say, “Oh, we are going to lose this.  Oh,
we are going to lose this.”

I’d say, “Oh, don’t worry.  I know the end.”  Amen.  “I
know the end.”

The closer the end of the game was, the more I was
thinking, “You know, the thing that will happen between
now and the victory will be the most beautiful.”  Amen.

It was the same if I read a book.  If it just became a
little complicated, I would look at the end.  “YES!  He
won!”  Then I would go back and in peace I was reading,
“What is going to happen?”  The more complicated it got
and the less probable, the more I was excited to find out
how the author came up with an end that turned out good.
Amen.

You know, God loved me so He gave me life to live.
At the beginning He told me how it is going to end.  Hal-
lelujah.  At the beginning, as we have already heard here,

at the beginning He saw us
at the end.

You know, I sometimes
look at myself or at us and
I think, “Oh, my goodness.
No, no, we are not going to
make it.  No, no, we are
not.”  Then I look (at the
end of the Book) and say,
“Oh, yes!  Amen!”  They
are there, 144,000, changed
souls, manchild.

You know, John has al-
ready seen it.  The future is
already history.  It is not
“whether it is going to hap-
pen or not.”  God’s Word
talks about you with abso-
lute certainty.  This is go-
ing to happen.  The only
thing that you have to
choose is which group you

are going to be in.  There is a great choice.  Amen.  There
is a manchild and then there is a dragon.  Amen.  There is
no doubt it will happen.  It is up to us just to choose the
team that we want to be on and then we know the result.
Amen.

But there’s a catch.  There is quite a difficult process
of recruitment, because in order for you to be a part of that
victorious team, you have to go through your own death.
But it pays off, because when you look at the end, we know
how it is going to end.  So because I read it all the way
through, I know how it is going to end up.

So let us look at the story with the knowledge that God
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is able to change it all.  Amen.  God changed Jacob.  What
happened?  Isaac had two sons, Jacob and Esau.  There
was this battle for the firstborn birthright and Esau and
Jacob were twins.  How are you going to solve the right of
the firstborn?  Even when they were being born they were
pulling at each other because Jacob had the desire to be
the firstborn in him.  I don’t know what it is.  I don’t know
where it comes from and I know that not everybody has it,
but I have a hope that because you are here that you have
it.  Amen.  That is the desire.

I remember when I was at a conference, probably the
year 1992, Brother duCille was teaching and preaching.
Everything was new for me and somebody asked me, “Well,
do you understand it?”  I said, “No, but I want it.”  Amen.

Something in me desired and longed for that which
that Word was bringing.  That high calling, that firstborn
place and that was putting into shade any doctrine of any
church.  Amen.  Whatever
the church or religion was
able to offer to me, it didn’t
have any value compared
to what God was offering.
Amen.  At the same time, I
saw people around me who
heard the same Word and
they were selling it and
changing it for something
really low.  They were ex-
changing that word about
birthrights for their own
comforts, for some kind of
position that is fading
away, that is not going to
last for longer than a short
period of time.  Esau had
the same nature in him.  You know, it doesn’t matter what
we say, but what is important is what we do.  Amen.  Esau
could say many times that he was the firstborn, but at the
first occasion he exchanged his firstborn right for a pot of
pottage.

Can you imagine those absolutely incomparable things?
It would be like if someone wanted my house, my family,
my car and everything I have and they gave me a glass of
water for it.  You cannot compare it.  Amen.  But at the
same time we see the same spirit of Esau that is walking in
our midst.  He is offering to us, “Do you want to exchange
it for this little thing?”  This is happening on a daily basis,
with every decision.  “Just for a little while, do you want
to give up that firstborn right?  Do you want to taste it?”
and we need to say, “Get thee behind me, Satan, because
there is a calling upon me and the price cannot be num-
bered and if I die, God will take care of the Word to hap-
pen .”

So Jacob had that desire in him, “I want the firstborn
right!”  Do you know that God loved it?  Do you know that
God loved Jacob and hated Esau?  (Romans 9:13).  You
know, God loves that desire in us when we want to hold on
to that firstborn right.  Sometimes that spirit of Esau is
hiding behind a certain false humility, “I am not going to
push myself into anything.”  But the Word of God says
that the kingdom of God suffereth violence (Matthew
11:12).  So if you want to reach for that which God has for
you, you have to be forceful; you have to expend energy.
Sometimes when the devil sees that you have decided that
you want that firstborn right, he is not going to tell you
that it is not so, but he will tell you that, “You have it.  It is
okay.  Just be in peace.  You have time.  That sin, we will
deal with it.”

The devil will never tell you that you need not deal
with that sin.  None of you believe that you need not deal

with that bitterness.  None
of you believe that you
don’t need to deal with that
sin.  But we do believe,
“No, not today.  Tomor-
row.”  “No, on Wednes-
day.”  “Friday - I am off on
Friday.  On Friday I will
deal with it.”  Amen?  So,
we have this feeling inside
that maybe tomorrow or
the day after tomorrow we
will deal with this thing.
Amen.  But the devil can
deceive us this way and
that thing will become a
part of us.  We have it like
in a cabinet; “This is my in-

iquity,” and “This is the sin that I inherited.”  “This bad
habit I have I inherited from my grandmother.”  “This is
part of my inheritance, it is me.”  Amen.  We just walk
together and we polish it a little and say, “One day I will
get rid of it.  One day I will deal with it.”  So it somehow
settled down and it became part of your life.

Then the Word of God comes and the Word of God
says, “Deal with that sin that you inherited.”  We say, “Oh,
yes.  That is it.  Amen.”  Then, nothing.  God wants us to
open that cabinet, that we would take that sin and throw it
away today.  He does not wait for tomorrow.  God doesn’t
want us to multiply those resentments in us.  Family A
against Family B, husband against wife, daughter against
mother, mother against son.  Hallelujah.  Let us not be
deceived.

So Jacob decided that he wanted that birthright, that
firstborn place and he bought it from Esau.  But the prob-
lem was that Jacob had two inheritances.  Somewhere in
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him he had Abraham and Isaac.  Amen.  But somewhere in
him he also had Rebekah and Rebekah and Laban came
from a family of supplanters, deceivers.  So somewhere in
Rebekah there was this deception.  So, Jacob had in him
that desire for the right of the firstborn, and at the same
time he also had that nature in him that was corrupted.
Does that sound familiar to anyone?  Do you feel Isaac
within yourself?  Amen.  Do you feel that calling and that
desire for that firstborn right in yourself?  Do you feel that
Rebekah?  Do you feel that Rebekah, that deception, that
supplanter?  That “whatever it is” for you?  So both of
these natures came together in Jacob and they agreed with
Rebekah to deceive Isaac.  So Rebekah had in herself this
deception and Jacob inherited that deception.  So Jacob
with Rebekah… can you see how the deception is being
multiplied?  Amen.  Can you see how that nature, that char-
acter, is being inherited?  Can you see how deception sneaks
into that lineage that was supposed to bring Christ?  Amen.
Isn’t it what we can see, as if the Word of the firstborn
right comes and from the side into our heart, into our fel-
lowship, comes something that wants to stop it.  Amen.

Let us have a look at Jacob.  It is all in Genesis 29.
Jacob ran from Esau because he was afraid of him.  Amen.
He was afraid of his brother and that was why Jacob ran
away and he took that deception with him.  Yet, because
there was in him that calling for the right of the firstborn
and the calling to be part of that family, Jacob ran to his
Uncle Laban.  He didn’t know that Laban came from a
family of deceivers and supplanters.  Laban had deception
in himself.  So Jacob with his deception meets Laban.
Laban was of an older generation, it was a deception that
was ripe or mature and he deceived Jacob.  We can see one
principle in here, that the sin will turn against the sinner at
the end.  Amen.  So, we can see how the deception that
Jacob was involved in turned against him.

In Genesis 29, it talks about Jacob meeting shepherds
so he was asking them in verse 5, And he said unto them,
Know ye Laban the son of Nahor?  And they said, We
know him.  6And he said unto them, Is he well?  And they
said, He is well: and, behold, Rachel his daughter cometh
with the sheep.  So Rachel came, the daughter of Laban,
and Jacob fell in love with Rachel.  The Word of God has
a very strong meaning in two coming together and bring-
ing forth seed, because God was interested in this seed
going on.  The original plan was that Jacob and Rachel
would follow in that lineage.

So, Jacob came to Laban and asked for Rachel to be
his wife.  Laban said, “Brother, who better could I give her
to than my own blood?”  (Genesis 29:14).  That is the kind
of deception that deceives your own family.  The hurt that
comes through those that are closest to you is the greatest.
Do you know those hurts that come from your own family,
from your own blood, that come and that hurt and you say,

“But why my own blood?”  So this great hurt is being
worked out in Jacob who deceived his own father and now
he was being deceived by Laban.  So Laban says, “Who
else but my own blood?”  At the same time, Laban has this
deception in his own mind, to deceive his own family
member.

So, not only is Rachel there, but Leah is there, too.  So,
Jacob serves for seven years and he is supposed to get
Rachel.  The wedding is performed and he is getting mar-
ried to Rachel.  But in the morning he wakes up and he’s
married to Leah!  Can you imagine that morning?  Can
you imagine in the morning when you realize that all those
seven years - those seven years are gone.  Seven years you
invested and you earned and at the end you realize that he
deceived you and you cannot do anything about it.

We are talking about that bitterness, that resentment.
That resentment began to work in Jacob and it also began
to work against him.  Notice that anytime you have resent-
ment in yourself you also have condemnation.  Those are
things that work and press against you from both sides.
Jacob had that condemnation for what he did to Esau and
for what he did to Isaac.  At the same time, he had bitter-
ness and resentment because of what had happened to him.
So, it all got mixed together and it became part of his soul.
It was becoming part of Jacob and that is what has become
part of us, those historical resentments or hurts, those things
that somebody did to me.  “They didn’t understand me.
That is not fair.  I worked for Laban so faithfully.  At the
beginning we agreed.  That is my own family.  At the end
he did this to me.  Why?  Laban, what wrong did I do to
you?”

And Laban said, It must not be so done in our coun-
try, to give the younger before the firstborn (Genesis
29:26).

“What can I say?  What kind of answer is that?”  It
doesn’t really matter or make sense to remind him of some
agreement, or to give him a list of fair business conduct.
“It doesn’t make sense.”

So that bitterness and resentment is settling down some-
where and it is part of Jacob.  So he says, “What can I do to
get Rachel?”

“Give me seven more years.”
“Okay, but can I have her right away?”
“Oh sure, my own blood.”
So, Jacob has two wives, Rachel and Leah.  Yet, at the

same time, the Word of God says very clearly that Jacob
loved Rachel.  Somehow Jacob loved Leah, too, a little
bit, but the Word of God says very clearly that he loved
also Rachel more than Leah (Genesis 29:30).

Do you think Leah knew about that deception?  Of
course!  How could she not know?  Do you think she woke
up in the morning and said, “Oh, I am married!”?  Amen.
It is something that she had to agree upon with her father
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and we know that even Rachel, she had deception in her.
If we don’t find it here, we will find it later on when she
robbed her father (Genesis 31:34).  Amen.  So there is de-
ception in Leah and deception is also in Rachel.  We can
see how the deception in here has expanded.  Not only that
it has expanded, but even that hurt has been multiplied.
Hallelujah.

Imagine the situation.  Jacob has two wives, but God
is into something.  He wants to do something.  Which one
of these wives is feeling better?  Probably Rachel, because
she is the one who Jacob loved the most.

Sisters, which one of you would like to be the second,
less-loved wife of whomever?  What would it be like?
Jacob comes home.  He says, “Oh, my BELOVED Rachel,
HI!”  “Hi, Leah.”  Can you imagine watching this every
day?  Leah is cooking in there.  She is trying to be pleasing
and Jacob walks by her and goes into the tent, into his
Rachel, day after day.  Can you imagine how that rejection
would be in you?  This is what we are dealing with, this
rejection, this condemnation, this misunderstanding and
maybe the understanding that I know that it is my fault in
a way.  But where is the end to it?  Is it going to be like that
forever?  Will I and my children suffer this sin forever?

But God had mercy upon that situation and He closed
Rachel’s womb (Genesis 29:31).  That would be bad.  Here
is Leah who is full of bitterness, condemnation, and judg-
ment and she begins to bring forth one son after another
while Rachel is barren.  Rachel sees that Leah gives birth
to a son.  Imagine, now, that you are that beloved wife of
your husband and he is beginning to have children with
another woman.  Can you imagine that?  So, now you have
that other bitterness in you.  You have that rejection.

Do you remember how it all started?  Distraction, then
the resentment came, and then bitterness came.  Then on
that tree we wrote that hatred came.  Hatred came in be-
tween the two of them and they began to compete.  Com-
petition between me and the brother and the sister and the
church.

“I have the right because resentment came.”  Amen.
“I have the right.  Somebody misunderstood me.”  So, it
comes down and it becomes part of my make-up, part of
my character.

To make it even more confusing, each one of them had
their own servant.  Leah had one maidservant and Rachel
had one maidservant.  So, he had four wives.  Can you
imagine that confusion?  Would you like to be the second,
third, or the fourth?  Amen.  Would you like to be the one
who gives birth to the children or the one who is barren?
You know, sometimes we are complaining about what fam-
ily we were born into.  “We were born into a family that
really was not functioning well.”

Which one of you was born into a family that was full
of deception and hatred and had four mothers?  Nobody?

Sometimes I believe we should stop complaining about
our circumstances, because if God was able to do some-
thing out of these sons, then we have no excuse.  If God
was able to bring forth life out of this confusion, what hin-
ders Him to make something out of me?

Who do you think you are?  Do you think that your
resentment is greater than anybody before you?  Or that
what happened to you is greater than what happened to
somebody else?  Sometimes it is like we compare our hurts
in the church.

“Do you know what happened to me?  Do you want to
hear my story?”

“Oh, that is really nothing, but do you know what hap-
pened to me?”

“Do you know what my father did to me?”
“Oh, but do you know what my mother did to me?”
“Oh, that is nothing, but if you knew what my children

did to me?”
“Do you know what the elders did to me?”
“Oh, that is the greatest.”
So, it is like we are comparing those reasons why we

cannot walk in sonship.
So there are four families, (Rachel, Leah, Bilhah,

Zilpah), that lived in one place.  Amen.  Can you imagine
that?  Leah had the first four sons: Reuben, Simeon, Levi,
Judah.  Imagine - Rachel, Bilhah, and Zilpah had no chil-
dren.  If that is not enough, Leah is still bearing children.
So what did Reuben, Simeon, Levi, and Judah do when
they had dinner with Leah?

“Where is Daddy?”
“Oh, he is in the next tent.”  Can you imagine that?

Every dinner?  “Where is Daddy?”
“Oh, with Rachel.”
“Mommy, doesn’t he love us?”
“Yes, he does, but he loves Rachel more.”
“Mommy, doesn’t Daddy love me?”
“Don’ t even ask!”
What was being built in those sons?  I cannot imagine

that.  You can’t either.  Yet each one of us has our own
things that we went through.  I just want to tell you, don’t
forget how that match ended up.  We know the end of the
book.

So, we see a total confusion in here.  Total hurt and
hatred, resentment, deception in one family.  Everything is
just being mixed together, mixed together and it is while
Jacob is still living with Laban and he is serving Laban.
And all this while Jacob is afraid that Esau wants to kill
him:

“Mommy, could we visit our uncle with Daddy?”
“No.”
“Uncle doesn’t love us?”
“No.  He wants to kill your daddy.”
“What is Grandpa saying about this?”
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“Grandpa is angry because Daddy deceived him.”
Confusion.  You don’t know where to turn.  You know,

sometimes we feel that our hurt or our resentment is great.
Would you like to grow up in a family as famous as Jacob’s?
You know those children were growing up in that environ-
ment and that environment was forming them; the hatred
of their own brothers was forming them.  I am not going to
write down the names of the next six brothers, just 1, 2, 3,
4, 5, 6.  I will write 2 other brothers, one was Joseph.  Fi-
nally, God had mercy on Rachel and He opened her womb.
You know, we would like to be Joseph, right?  Are you
sure?  Imagine that you were born into this family that is
full of this bitterness, resentment, and all kinds of compe-
tition.  You are born into this family and you have ten broth-
ers that, from the start, were fed with hatred toward your
mother.  Amen.  So, you were born as the son, Joseph, and
from the beginning it was
meant for him to be hated.
All of those sons were fed
with hatred by their moth-
ers to hate Joseph.  As if
that was not enough, God
especially blessed Joseph
because it came through the
lineage that God gave Jo-
seph that special calling.
Joseph was born in an en-
vironment that from the be-
ginning was not ideal.

I think that the current
social workers that work
with children would have
really made a big deal out
of this.  Yes, they would
have a case.  I think that
Jacob would have had all of
his children taken.

Yet Joseph was grow-
ing up in an environment that was highly pressured.  There
was hatred, there was jealousy and there was this elite po-
sition because his father preferred him and, by that, it en-
couraged hatred by the other brothers or sons.

You know, God has pleasure in showing His power.
So He chooses this type of people, these families, and these
types of situations that cannot be solved, because God will
solve them.  Do you know why God says that “God is the
God of Jacob”?  Do you know it by now?  Because He is
showing us His ability.

So now Joseph is born.  We should not be surprised
that it was Judah that said they should sell him to slavery.
Maybe he meant it for good so that they wouldn’t kill him.
Imagine all those brothers being somewhere in the field
and Joseph comes to them.  All of the resentment and bit-

terness from all of the generations is upon the one who has
got the coat of many colors, as if Jacob never read any
books of how to bring up his children.  How can he have
the coat of many colors made and put on Joseph and send
him to his brothers?  Which one of you would do it?  It is
foolishness, but God was after something.  God was mak-
ing a situation that couldn’t be solved even worse and worse
and worse, yet in the midst of it He gave a promise.  The
name Joseph means “God will add.”  “God will add,” be-
cause Joseph represents Christ.  He is showing that behind
me someone else is coming.  Rachel had not finished bear-
ing.

Now, what happened before that was that Joseph had
these dreams.  So, in this situation, imagine that he dreams
his brothers will bow down to him (Genesis 37:7).  Even
Reuben had to say, “That is enough.  That is enough!  Are

we all going to bow to Jo-
seph?  Am I not the eldest
son?  What kind of terrible
thing is this?  He is a
spoiled boy who is dressed
the best.  Daddy takes good
care of him and he omits
us.  Yet we are going to
bow down to him?”

Joseph is giving them
one dream after another.
His brothers had that re-
sentment that turned to ha-
tred, and there was this
murder in there.  Then the
hatred is turned into mur-
der and that is why God
says that hatred is murder
(I John 3:15).  If we allow
resentment in us and if we
nurture it then out of this
resentment, bitterness

comes and out of this bitterness the hatred can come and
out of that hatred can come murder.

Resentment - bitterness - hatred - murder.
So, Jacob was getting that deception for the second

time, because the brothers sold Joseph (Genesis 37:36).
They sold him in such a way that they took Joseph’s gar-
ment, the coat of many colors, they dipped it into blood
and brought it unto Jacob and said, “This is how your son
ended.”  So the whole deception went on.  Deception, ha-
tred, murder, hurt.  We can see from what happened that it
multiplies into total confusion.  Amen.  So now Joseph
lives his own story down in Egypt.

Let us not forget that there is another son in here.  His
name is Benjamin.  Benjamin’s mother died after she gave
birth to him.  Which one of you would like to be Ben-
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jamin?  How would you like to have been born into a fam-
ily where you didn’t have a mother?  You have brothers
that hate you because you were born from a different mother
than theirs.  The only brother you had that shared the same
mother is dead according to your knowledge.  Jacob puts
all of his hope into you.  He is totally protecting you and
doesn’t allow you to do anything.  You live in that envi-
ronment of fear because of all the resentment and hatred
and hurt.  In the midst of it, Jacob is full of hurt and resent-
ment.

“God what is it that You have done to me?  I wanted
the firstborn right.  I bought it.  I didn’t really deceive my
dad that much.  Why is all this happening to me?  Laban
deceived me.  Then my wife that cannot have children is
torturing me.  Then finally when  Joseph is born out of my
beloved Rachel, I lose him.  Finally, I lose Rachel!”

Who would exchange their life with Jacob?  No hands
up?  Hurt, bitterness.  Then there is Benjamin and this
family that lives somewhere in the background.  NO HOPE!
NO ANSWER!  Imagine that all ten of these sons live in a
lie all the time.  Imagine that every day they come to din-
ner and they sit there with their father.  The father is there
not saying anything.

“Dad, why are you sad?”
“I miss Joseph.”
Imagine what those brothers had to live with, year af-

ter year.  What was happening to them?  Can you imagine
selling your brother into slavery and meeting your father
day after day and not telling him?  Maybe they hoped that
he might be living somewhere.  You know, if he was cer-
tainly dead, that was one thing, but, “He may be living
somewhere!  Maybe he is a slave somewhere?  Maybe if
we did something we might be able to find him?  Maybe
we could somehow pay or something?  Maybe he suffers
somewhere in slavery?”

So guilt comes in here, too, but there was an inability
to do anything with it.  They never got up and did some-
thing about it.

In the mean time, there is Joseph who is going through
his own bitterness.  “What have I done?  What have I done,
God?  What have I done that I was born into an environ-
ment like this?  I loved my brothers.  I wanted to play with
them.  I didn’t care that they were from a different mother.
I can’t do anything about getting those dreams.  God, You
gave me a promise and in the midst of those things You
protected me.  In the midst of those things You comforted
me.  You told me that You had hope for me, that You had
deliverance, that You had the solution to it.  You told me
that the time would come that my brothers would bow down
to me.  You said that the time would come that the whole
family would come together.  In the mean time, I am here.”

So, he goes step by step to Egypt.  Bitterness, resent-
ment.  “My own blood hurt me.  My own blood rejected

me.”
Joseph has the right to feel rejected.  He didn’t do any-

thing wrong; he did everything that he could; the calling
was upon him; he obeyed the Word that was spoken to him
and he shared it with his brothers.  He played with open
cards and this is what they did to him.  He was supposed to
be a deliverer to them, so God lets him go into slavery.
But because of that anointing that was upon him, he began
to grow and God gave him hope, only so that he could put
it down again.

“God, I was faithful.  I didn’t complain.  I didn’t com-
plain in those circumstances.  I tried to be righteous.  I had
the right to reject You, God.  If You had rejected me, I
could have rejected You, too.  I could have rejected righ-
teousness.  When I was in the midst of that situation, I
stood on Your side, God, and I said, ‘I am not going to sin.
I am a son of God.  I am not going to sin.’”  Then you are
waiting for a reward.

“Did You notice, my God?  Did You notice my righ-
teousness?  Did You notice how I behaved even though
that hatred was there?”

“Yes, I noticed.  There you go.”  And he is in the prison.
So, he is sitting in the prison but he is not sitting there

by himself.  Two men are there with him and both of them
have a dream which Joseph interprets for them.

You know, if God left us maybe it would be easier, but
God keeps speaking to us.  Sometimes He is keeping that
hope in us but sometimes it is a thorn to us.  Sometimes it
is a thorn to us and we say, “Well, what is wrong?  I inter-
preted the dreams and according to the interpretation, one
went to Pharaoh, who is my hope.  I have somebody I know
there now.  I have this contact there.”  Sometimes we are
holding on to that little spark of hope that happens to us in
business and in family.

“I know somebody right where Pharaoh is.  He is so
well known to me.  We slept in one room together.”

A day, a month, maybe years: what is the experience
in the prison?  It has to be a very intimate experience.  Who
else do I talk to but my fellow prisoners?  Maybe they
knew each other better than their parents knew them.

He was saying, “When you are with Pharaoh, mention
me.  Please do talk about me” (Genesis 40:14).  Hope.
What happened?  The man forgot about Joseph.  He forgot
about him.  Joseph might have thought, “Well, not today.
He hasn’t talked to him yet.”  In a week’s time, “Maybe he
talked to him.  Maybe Pharaoh doesn’t have time.”  In a
month’s time, “Maybe he should find some time.  Maybe
he just left somewhere.”  A year later, “Well, they must
have come back?”  So Joseph, all his dreams and hopes
disappeared.  “Where is my family?  Somewhere there?”

However, God put Joseph in the prison so that He could
deal with him.  Amen.  All that deception, resentment, bit-
terness, hatred - all those things, God dealt with.  Even in
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the midst of it, even through all that guilt, He dealt with
his brothers, because in Joseph, as well as in them, there
was the seed.  If there was not the seed in there, there was
no hope.  If there was no seed, there was no deliverance.
Yet the seed is there and the seed doesn’t mind how diffi-
cult and unsolvable the situation is.

Somebody was telling me that they put beans in con-
crete.  It was like some kind of a concrete circle.  After a
while it started cracking.  “Crack!”  “Crack!”  “Crack!”  It
was as if in that seed there was power that was able to
break through any environment, as if it was able to over-
come any guilt, as if it was able to solve any confusion, as
if the story finished here.  If the story finished here we
wouldn’t have any solution, but the story has the seed in it.
So, God, when we don’t know what else to do…  It is like
Elijah when he poured the water over the sacrifice to re-
ally prove the power of God.  So God takes the situations
that we are in and makes them even more complicated so
that He can come and glorify Himself!  Hallelujah.

So, suddenly, the seed begins to manifest – God’s an-
swer comes.  Let us just
look; I will tell you in short
about chapters 42 and 43.
What happened was that
suddenly Joseph was mi-
raculously exalted from
one day to the other.  You
know, we think that our
suffering has lasted 5, 10,
20 years and that in order
for it to be fixed there is a
need for 5, 10, 20 years
more.

God says, “No!”
In a day, the last rejected prisoner comes.  They take

him out of the prison.  They had to chop the dirt off him
(Genesis 41:14).  Maybe they had to trim his nails.  Maybe
they had to trim his hair.  Maybe they had to teach him
how to look again in the light.  How do you imagine Jo-
seph?  Do you think he came strong, washed, cut hair?  So
out of that half man, half animal, they washed him and
took him before Pharaoh in one day, in just a few hours.
He interprets the dream that Pharaoh had.

Pharaoh said, “Who will answer this?”
Joseph said, “I will.  God sent you a dream so that you

would do this and this and this” (Genesis 41:28).
Pharaoh said, “I establish you.  You shall be the sec-

ond after Pharaoh” (Genesis 41:40).
Hallelujah!  Hallelujah!  Within a few hours, God

solved all of the confused, rejected, resentful situation and
made Joseph the second after Pharaoh.  He made him the
second after Pharaoh and he gave to Joseph to rule over
the whole land.

Who wants to be Joseph?  Suddenly we like it.  Who
wants to be the manchild?  Do you know we are supposed
to be a company of Joseph?  Do you know we are sup-
posed to be the company of Benjamin?  Hallelujah.  So
why would we be afraid of that journey?  Why would we
look at the circumstances?  Why would our mind get feeble
because of the circumstances we are in, when we have an
example of God’s right hand that has the power to deliver
totally?  Amen.

In the mean time, this one story is rising up, but it is
missing something.  Where is his family?  Still the prom-
ise has not been fulfilled.  Maybe sometimes God answered
part of your dilemma, part of your problem.  Maybe your
business got straightened.  Maybe God healed you.

But where is that “my family”?  Where are those un-
solved things in the church?  What to do with that rejec-
tion?  I don’t understand why Joseph didn’t go to see his
family, his father.  Just imagine; you are the second in Egypt
and you go with mighty horses and chariots.  Wouldn’t
you enjoy seeing those brothers?  Can you imagine just

going in there, “Hi, every-
one!  Hi, Levi!  Hi, Judah!
How much did you sell me
for?  Hi, Dad!  This is my
chariot.  It’s got 150 horses.”
The feeling of, “I’ve done
it!”  “Hey Dad, what did
they really tell you?  Oh,
they are fearing.  Oh, I will
forgive them.  They will
serve me for a hire, or I will
put them in my prisons.”

But it seems as if some-
thing held Joseph back from

doing this.  That something in him killed the desire for
revenge.  Something in him destroyed it and burned those
bridges and said, “This is behind me.”

In the mean time, for years there is another story tak-
ing place.  Guilt was heavy upon the brothers, yet there is
no word that they hated Benjamin.  I believe that the guilt
over what they had done and the seed of Christ in them
spoke to them and was continually working.  When they
were going to bed they probably thought, “I wish I could
take that back.  I wish I could take that back.  How happy
I would be to bow to Joseph.”

So, God, in His power and in His ability, brought them
back together through happenchance.  God allowed hun-
ger in the earth.  If the world only knew what God allows
to fall upon the world because of His sons so that He can
finish the story of the lives of His sons!  You know, Wall
Street and the EU and the UN will try to solve the crisis.
But they don’t understand that there is something that God
is looking at behind the scenes, that God has a story that
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He wants to finish, that there is something in between now
and those 144,000, that at this moment we are still in the
middle of that misery and confusion.  But the story doesn’t
end up like this and God is not afraid to sacrifice the his-
tory of mankind.  Hallelujah.  God, for the sake of finish-
ing His work in Joseph, changes the history of the whole
nation of Egypt.  A few people full of guilt, murderers that
have that seed somewhere in them, because of that seed,
God changes the history of mankind.  So God is about to
change the history of mankind.

You know, we read this in the Bible, but not only in
the Bible.  We also read it in the newspapers.  We are at the
beginning of the finish of that story that is being written.
So as with the match, we know that we are going to win,
but we have to be on the right side.  We have to allow that
prisoner with that father, that God would deal with that
bitterness or with that guilt.  God brought us together this
week that we would leave it all in here.  That we would
say, “God, enough!  I am not going to have it any more.  I
am not going to carry it against my brother any more.  I am
not going to hold it against my family.  I am not going to
hold it against the elders.  I am not going to have it against
my children.”

Hallelujah.  So, that story didn’t finish there.  The ten
sons went to Egypt but Jacob wouldn’t let Benjamin go
(Genesis 42:4).  So those ten sons came.  Joseph, the sec-
ond to Pharaoh, saw them.  Now the confusion: vengeance
or forgiveness, what to do with it?  You know, he had that
power and authority to do anything he wanted.  Suddenly
it came to him, “Is it finally that the promise is coming to
pass?”  So they came for grain, but he wanted to see Ben-
jamin.

He wanted to see Benjamin so he said to them that
they had to come back and bring Benjamin with them.  “You
have to bring your brother to make sure you are not lying”
(Genesis 42:20).  (I am just shortening that story.) They
came back.  They came with Benjamin and Joseph blessed
them.  So Joseph gave them all of the riches and he blessed
them but he did something to them again.  Before they left
he had his steward put his silver cup into Benjamin’s bag
(Genesis 44:2).  Suddenly he came to them and said, “What
did you do to me?  You stole something from me.  You
robbed me.”  Notice what the ten brothers said.  They said,
“We don’t do these things.  It is not with us.  We would
never do a thing like that” (Genesis 44:7).  Suddenly they
stood behind one another and they had confidence in one
another. .  Amen.  Hallelujah.

But let us read on.  We are in Genesis 44:9, With whom-
soever of thy servants it be found, both let him die, and
we also will be my lord’s bondmen.  10And he said, Now
also let it be according unto your words: he with whom it
is found shall be my servant; and ye shall be blameless.
11Then they speedily took down every man his sack to the

ground, and opened every man his sack.  12And he
searched, and began at the eldest, and left at the young-
est: and the cup was found in Benjamin’s sack.

But in the meantime something happened.  Verse 13,
Then they rent their clothes, and laded every man his
ass, and returned to the city.  14And Judah and his breth-
ren came to Joseph’s house; for he was yet there: and
they fell before him on the ground.  Let us look at verse
17.  He wants to punish them.  And he said, God forbid
that I should do so: but the man in whose hand the cup is
found, he shall be my servant; and as for you, get you up
in peace unto your father.  “In peace!  To our father!  This
story is somewhat déjà vou.  We have been here before.
Are we supposed to go back to Jacob and go through the
same thing that we have gone through already?  Are we to
let our father go through more years of suffering?  I’d rather
die!  I’d rather die!”

This is God’s character.  Suddenly the thing, the ha-
tred that gave birth to murder - was changed into the fact
that they were willing to sacrifice themselves for Benjamin,
the Benjamin that came from Rachel.

God is able to turn everything, even this confusion
around and glorify Himself.  Allow hope into your own
lives.  Have hope in all the stories that you are living.  Have
hope in the midst of all the turns or cul-de-sacs of your
situations.  Have hope for your lack of hope.  Have hope
for your bitterness.  Have hope for your resentment.  Put
them aside and allow God to deal with them.  Repent!
REPENT!  Ask for forgiveness.  God will change you; He
will finish writing that story with you.

Do you know who speaks?  Judah.  The same Judah
that said that Joseph should be sold to Egypt.  The same
Judah.  Verse 18, Then Judah came near unto him, and
said, Oh my lord, let thy servant, I pray thee, speak a
word in my lord’s ears, and let not thine anger burn
against thy servant: for thou art even as Pharaoh.  So he
begins to tell the hurt of his father.  Verse 20, And we said
unto my lord, We have a father, an old man, and a child
of his old age, a little one; and his brother is dead, and he
alone is left of his mother, and his father loveth him.  Verse
22, And we said unto my lord, The lad cannot leave his
father: for if he should leave his father, his father would
die.

Is there deception anywhere in there?  They are telling
him the true story.  The deception is gone.  The hatred is
gone.  Suddenly compassion replaced it.  Love, mercy,
understanding and they are talking about Rachel, their
father’s wife that only had two children.  What happened?
Verse 32, For thy servant became surety for the lad unto
my father, saying, If I bring him not unto thee, then I
shall bear the blame to my father for ever.  33Now there-
fore, I pray thee, let thy servant abide instead of the lad a
bondman to my lord; and let the lad go up with his breth-
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ren.  34For how shall I go up to my father, and the lad be
not with me?  lest peradventure I see the evil that shall
come on my father.

Joseph couldn’t bear this any longer.  Genesis 45:1,
Then Joseph could not refrain himself before all them
that stood by him; and he cried, Cause every man to go
out from me.  And there stood no man with him, while
Joseph made himself known unto his brethren.  2And he
wept aloud: and the Egyptians and the house of Pharaoh
heard.  The cry was telling a story, the story that God has
a mighty right hand and that there was nothing that He
couldn’t solve.

There is nothing; there is no rejection; there is no hurt;
there is no misunderstanding; there is no promise; there is
nothing that God wouldn’t be able to hold in His right hand
and solve.

Amen.  So in front of our eyes there is a story going
on.  God is showing us what He did for Jacob for the prom-
ise that He gave to Abraham.  God has called us the sons
of Abraham.  Hallelujah.  God has called you by the same
name.  God considers you to be the same and God gave a
promise.  He gave a promise through Abraham that He
will put a seed in you and that the seed has the power to
lead you to that place.

So be encouraged.  Don’t let anyone tell you that your
story is over and that this is the end as you see it today.

Don’t allow yourself to wait for to-
morrow to come to deal with
these things.  Don’t wait for the
thunder to sound before you re-
spond.  Don’t wait for something
special to happen, but fall upon
your face and say, “God,
today is the time when I
want to leave all the rejec-
tion, all that is holding me
back, because You have
offered the firstborn right
to me.  I don’t want to allow
anything to hold me back.”

If you need to go to some-
body, if you need to pray with somebody, if you
need to do business with somebody, if you need to
repent, go and do it.  You don’t have to wait for a
good time.  You don’t have to wait for the other one
to be ready to hear it because you can forgive and
say, “Today is a new day.  Today is a new begin-
ning.”  All that rejection, condemnation,
bitterness and lies, I don’t have
to pull it any further.
