door coming into the dining room. Next Miriam and Moses began sharing with us about the Passover meal and
the symbolism in the foods that we were about to ¥&men dressed as Israelite women brought us a tradi-
tional Passover meal of lamb, matzo, hard boiled egg, cetenaine lettuce, parslegnd charoset (a mixture

of shredded apples, walnuts, and honey which signifies the mortar used by the Jewish people to build for the
Egyptians).The time that we shared a Passover meal was so symbolic and meaningful to all of us that there was
areal reverence in the partaking of it. For being a fairly untraditional meal for our children, | was tremendously
blessed by their respect for it.
