Thegreatest messagethereis, istheLoveof God. Turn
to the book of Revelation, chapter 2. God is speaking to
the first church. There was a problem in this church.

Ephesus means “desirable” (one meaning

things we desire that are not good. Verses 3-4, And Of

hast borne, and hast patience, and for my name's sake
hast laboured, and hast not fainted. “Nevertheless |
have somewhat against thee... What would Jesus say to
us today? What would the Lord have against usin some
areaof our life? With the church of Ephesus He says, ...|
have somewhat against thee, because thou hast |€eft thy
first love. The Lord NEVER leavesus! Man, himself,
doestheleaving! Itisus!

Verse 5, Remember therefore from whence
thou art fallen, and repent, and do the first
works... Notice...first love and first works! The
first work He did in you was putting His nature in
you. He is continuing to do awork in us. Yet,
when you leavethat first loveyou aregoing to leave
the first works. If we have actually drifted from that
first love or leave that love then...Remember therefore
fromwhencethou art fallen, and repent, and do thefirst
works; or else | will come unto thee quickly, and will
remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou re-
pent. | understand the candlestick of this church was re-
moved. He tells us what to do if we have left that first
love; we must repent. If weforsake Jesus Christ, the Light
of the world, He will remove our candlestick. If we for-
sake Jesus Christ, the Light of the world, He will remove
our light.

Matthew 24:8-10, All these are the beginning of sor-
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rows. °Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and
shall kill you: and ye shall be haled of all nationsfor my
name's sake. °And then shall many be offended, and
shall betray one another, and shall hate one another.
Noticethat first there are offenses, then betrayal, then there
is hate.

Verses 11-14, And many false prophetsshall rise, and
shall deceive many. 2And becauseiniquity shall abound,
the love of many shall wax cold. **But he that shall en-
dure unto the end, the same shall be saved. **And this
gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all theworld
for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end
come. Now, Jesus said that right before His coming there
would be those that would be offended. They would mis-
trust people. They would be betrayed. There would be a
ministry of false prophetsthat would actually cause people
to turn away from God. If you will noticein verse 11, He
talks about these false prophets rising and deceiving. In
verse 12, lawlessness or iniquity also will multiply and
abound and the love of many shall wax

cold. The opposite of love is HATE.
The opposite of being cold is HOT.
They were hot Christians. They were
loving Christians and now they are
turning to hate and becoming cold.
Jesus did say in Revelation 3:16, “I
want you either hot or cold. And

if you areinthemixturerealm
or lukewarm, then | will
vomit or spew you out of My

mouth.” We are either in or out, hot or
cold. Thisliving between thefencelinewill

never please God. IT IS LUKEWARMNESS.
These people, in Matthew 24, will actually turn from the
Lord. They areleaving that first love.

When you turn from that first love, the Bible does not
mean too much to you. We quit studying and reading the
Word of God. We quit praying inthe Holy Ghost. We quit
fellowshipping with the people of God. We quit going to
Holy Ghost meetings. Now, we might go to meetings but
they will not be anointed meetings. There are churches
that have thousands of people and if they would be led by
God and the Holy Ghost, He would speak new things to
them. He would bring some convictions into their lives.

As people leave Jesus, or that first love, their attitudes are
not the same. When we drift from Jesus and get away
from the Lord we can lose that glow we once had. It can
be very subtle. The glow beginsin the heart and it comes
out intheface. If the heart isempty then the faceisgoing
to be empty. Our priorities change. The Lord isnot first
like He once was. We put ourselves first. We begin to
drift. We begin to descend instead of ascending. We be-
gin to go into apostasy.

| had a pastor friend, years ago, who was agodly man.
He had avision for two and a half hours. Hewasliterally
taken miles into space in this vision. He saw the devil
himself. He saw God's people as they
would intercede and pray and
would ascend in God. Then
when they would stop
praying, they would
start descending. He
saw this. Around the
world he saw these
big canopies and
small canopies and
places where there
were no canopies.
The Lord told him
that the canopies rep-
resented Christians.
He had a tremendous
vision on intercession.
It istrue...when we stop
praying, we begin to de-
scend. As we pray, as we
seek God, as we do warfare
and move in God then we be-
ginto moveup in God. We have
to guard that time. We haveto battle
for that time. Do you have to battle
for that time? Whether you rise up early
inthe morning or stay up late at night, how-
ever you doit - God hasto work that out in all
of us!

I will tell you what happens when we leave
Jesus. Wegointo LaLaland. We go into passivity.
We do not fight like we once fought in the things of God.
The same desire is not there. The standards we once held
to are no longer there. We begin to compromise when we
drift from Jesus and get away from the Lord. We move
more into the religious realm and move out of the spiritual
realm. Thereisaform and no substance. If you leavethe
love of God then all you haveisareligious club. Convic-
tion is no longer pricking our heart as it once did. We
become critical, we murmur. There is hatred, thereis bit-
terness. We begin to blame others. We do not see our-

What dowedo? Werepent!! Werepent and say, “Lord,
I’m sorry. | moved away from You. | have drifted from
You. | have left my first love.” And He will receive you
back.

| want to tell you something about thislove. | want to
tell you eight things in thisteaching on love. Now turnto
the Book of Ephesians. | am not saying there are only
eight points about the love of God, but this is what the
Lord said to share.

In Ephesians 1:4, love precedes time. God is Love.
Love precedestime. According as he hath chosen usin
him before the foundation of the world, that we should
b e holy and without blamebeforehimin love:

Who chose us? God, the Father!
Whom did He choose? He
choseyou and me, HisBody.

Where did this choosing
take place? In Him! In
Christ! When did He

chooseus? Beforethe
foundation of the
world! Why did He
choose us? That we
should be holy and
without blame before
Himinlove. That love
precedes time.

The second scripture
isin Jeremiah. | want to
show you three things about
thislove. | thank God for His

love. You can give your body to
be burned, you can give your grocer-

iesto people, you can prophesy, you can

do alot of wonderful thingsand peoplewill
be blessed by that. But without that love, we
are nothing. We can operate in the gifts of the

Spirit, haveall revelation, all knowledge and know
His mysteries, thank God for that, but without His

lovewe are nothing. Otherswill be blessed and helped

but without love we profit nothing. Everything we dowe
must do it in love.

Jeremiah 31:3, The Lord hath appeared of old unto
mesaying, Yea, | haveloved theewith an everlasting love:
therefore with lovingkindness have | drawn thee.

Notice three things: This love was to Jeremiah, a
prophet and shepherd. It was personal. Ministries are
pastors or shepherds.

1. Thislove wasto him personally.

2. God'sloveiseverlasting.

3. By that lovingkindness have | have drawn thee.
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Thereisdrawing power inHislove. Itispersond;itis
everlasting; and it drawsusto God. How many thank God
that you were drawn by that love? You were drawn to
Jesus!! | remember as a boy, the Lord would begin to
prick my heart and | received Jesus. | did not really live
for Him as | should have. Even though | drifted away, |
came back. The Spirit was there to bring me back years
later. | thank God, He deals with usin aloving way. We
areto remember our Creator in the days of our youth when
our hearts are tender towards Him.

Loveisaperson. | John 4 says God isLove. | John
4:15-16, Whosoever shall confess that Jesusisthe Son
of God, God dwelleth in him, and he
in God. !*And we have
known and believed the
lovethat God hath to us.
God islove... Loveis
not a blob out there
somewhere. Loveis
aperson. ...and he
that dwelleth in
love dwelleth in
God, and God in
him. This is our
residence. Are you
dwelling in God?
Yes, when we are
dwelling in love.

Now look at the
next verse. Verse 17,
Herein is our love made
perfect, that we may have
boldness in the day of judg-
ment: because as he is, so are
we in thisworld.

Was Jesus the manifestation of
that love? Yes! Jesus was the Son of
God manifested in the flesh. Right? We
know that He is the Son of God, the Son of
Love. What isHe doing today? Heisraising
up sons of God, sons of Love, sons that will be
manifested, in God’stime, to the fullness of that love.
We are not there yet. He desires to bring us to full
sonship and into this fullness of love.

Let us seewhat elselove does. Look in| Corinthians
8:1, Now astouching things offered unto idols, we know
that we all have knowledge. Knowledge puffeth up, but
charity edifieth. It buildsyou up! Submit tolove. Verses
2-3, And if any man think (it is our slinking thinking that
getsusin trouble) that he knoweth any thing (the more |
know themore| do not know anything), he knoweth noth-
ing yet as he ought to know. ®But if any man love God,
the sameis known of him.
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50 love edifies.

Look in Song of Solomon chapter 8. Love is men-
tioned many times in Song of Solomon. Can you resist
death whenit finally comesto your home? Therearetimes
when God may intervene when the death angel comes to
destroy us but | mean when the final curtain comes and
God is ready to take you home. You cannot resist it; it is
going to happen. Look in chapter 8:6, ...for loveisstrong
as death... That isaforcethat isirresistible, too. But |

want to tell you something, love is
stronger than death. Jesus proved
that. How? By death, burid
and resurrection! Hallelu-
jah!!  'When John saw
Him, he saw Jesus as
the Lamb of God, in
Revelation 5, standing
as the Lamb of God.
...for loveisstrong as
death; jealousy is
cruel asthegrave: the
coalsthereof arecoals
of fire, which hath a
most vehement flame.
Verse 7, Many waters
cannot quench love, neither
can the floods drown it... | do
not care what the devil throws at
us or at the church. Heisnot going
to defeat the church of JesusChrist. The
love of God is stronger than all that satan
canthrow at us. You must know that, not only
in your head but also in your heart and walking
init. It hasto be an experiential walk in our lives
for the days ahead.
Areyou satisfied with where you are in God?
| believe when we are satisfied then we have drifted.
Look in Ephesians 3:16-19, That he would grant you,
according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened
with might by his Spirit in the inner man; YThat Christ
may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted
and grounded in love, ¥®May be able to comprehend with
all saintswhat isthe breadth, and length, and depth, and
height; *And to know the love of Christ, which passeth
knowledge, that ye might befilled with all the fulness of
God. God wants to pour His fullness of love into us. Do
you know what will happen? God will have a hundred
fold people. They will be the sons of God. This is the
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manchild of Revelation chapter 12. THE OVERCOM-
ERS! The Feast of Tabernacles that we are waiting for.
We have just tasted some of it. There is much more that
we have not attained to yet.

Several things happen when we beginto leavethelove
of God. Go to | John 2:3-5, And hereby we do know that
we know him, if we keep his commandments. “He that
saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments,
isaliar, and the truth isnot in him (that is religion talk-
ing). °But whoso keepeth hisword, in him verily is the
love of God perfected... That does not mean we are to-
tally perfected yet. We al have some love in us if we
know Jesus. That love we have is perfect. But He said
that if we keep that Word - in you and in me - isthat love
perfected. ...hereby know we that we arein him.

Look at the next verse, ®He that saith he abideth in
him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.
How did Jesus walk? He walked in love, in authority, in
power, in the Spirit, etc. He walked in the love of His
Father. 1f we havedrifted from the Lord, we are no longer
living in the Word. You cannot love the Lord any more
than you love His Word. Because He said, “If you love
Me, you'll keep my commandments.”

Turnto Revelation 22:14, Blessed arethey that do his
commandments, that they may have right to the tree of
life, and may enter in through the gatesinto the city.

There are seven times in Revelation that he uses the
word blessed. There are seven blessings; this is one of
those seven. One of the blessingsisin Revelation 14:13,
Blessed are those that diein the Lord. It will be abless-
ingtodieintheLord at aparticular timein the tribulation.
Infact, inthat versein chapter 14, John said that it isright
inthe midst of tribulation, right in the midst of the mark of
the beast and trouble. | believe pressures are going to get
so strong on some that it will be a blessing to die in the
Lord. If you are going to die, die in the Lord.

Revelation 22:14 says, Blessed are they that do (they
are actually doers of the Word) his commandments, that
they (those that do his commandments) may havethelight
(the authority or the privilege) to the tree of life... Adam
and Eve were cast out of the garden and did not get to
partake of the tree of life. What did God put at the en-
trance of thegarden? A FLAMING SWORD! Sotocome
back through that dimension you have to come back
through the flaming sword. Which way isit turning? The
Bible says it turns every direction - east, west, north and
south. That same fire, that same anointed Word will de-
stroy every enemy that we have, coming from every direc-
tion. ...and may enter in through the gatesinto the city.

Turn to Revelation 2:7. Thisisthe love of God. He
that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto
the churches; To himthat overcometh will | giveto eat of
the tree of life, which isin the midst of the paradise of
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God. Where was Paul taken to? Paradise! What do you
think he was partaking of ? The tree of Life! And he said
to the overcomer, | will give himto eat of thetree of life...
Soin Revelation 22:14, those that are doing His command-
ments are the overcomers. What authority do they have?
They have that right or authority to partake of that tree of
Life. What else? They enter in through the gates of the
city. The city isthe church, the bride. How many gates
are there? 12! What is the number 12? Government!
They are the first to partake of the tree of Life. They are
the first to enter the city. They are the first to enter gov-
ernment, the government of God. Who are they? Over-
comers! Why? Becausethey do Hiscommandments. They
arewalking in the Word. | do not mean lip service. They
are doing what God saysto do. God says, “Cast out dev-
ils, heal the sick and pray for thelepersand raisethe dead.”
God wants people to do it under His direction.

The second thing that happens when we drift from the
love of God iswe stop moving into the Kingdom of God.

Look in James 2.5, Hearken, my beloved brethren,
Hath not God chosen the poor of thisworldrich in faith,
and heirsof thekingdom which he hath promisedto them
that love him? Do you know anyonereally poor? Do you
know anyonerich in faith? Those who are poor in spirit,
Jesussaid, “ Theirsisthe Kingdom of heaven.” What does
it mean to be poor in spirit? 1t smply means, “ God, with-
out You | simply cannot makeit.” You depend totally on
God whatever you do. It isabroken and a contrite heart
that God will never despise. The verse saysrich in faith.
Someare not rich infaith. They may have alevel of faith,
the measure of faith, but he said “these” are rich.

Remember the churchin Smyrna? Hesaid, “| seeyour
worksand | seeyour poverty,” but hesaid, “thou art rich.”
You know what He saw? He saw they had Him. Thelast
church at Laodiceasaid, “No, Lord, wearerich.” Hesaid,
“No, you arenot, you arepoor.” Look inJames2:5, ...heirs
of the kingdom which he has promised to them who love
him? If we turn from that love, we will miss out on the
kingdom.

Look in Il Peter chapter 1. It speaks to us about the
Word of God. He uses the word virtue. The word virtue
means “to excel, knowledge, temperance, patience, godli-
ness,” and in verse seven ends with charity.

Verse 8, For if these things be in you, and abound,
they make you that ye shall neither be barren (idle) nor
unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Verse 9, But he that lacketh these things is blind, and
cannot seeafar off, and hath forgotten that hewas purged
fromhisold sins. Verse 10, Whereforetherather, breth-
ren, givediligenceto makeyour calling and election sure:
for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: What did
Jesus say in Revelation? You haveleft your first love, you
havefallen. Look at verse 11, For so an entrance shall be
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ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting king-
dom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. When we
leave the love of God, when we move away from It, we
are no longer moving into the Kingdom of God.

Turn now to | John 4:18, Thereisno fear in love...

How many of you battlefear inyour life? | wastelling
some brethren that | wasin London afew weeksago and |
wasstayinginahotel. | wasinmy room and | waswriting
some things down on ateaching | had taught years ago on
deliverance and as | prayed | felt something rising up in
me. So | began to get some deliverance from fear and
from pride. 1t wasreally coming out. | wasreally getting
withit. | thought | would have to shut
this thing down or else |
would wake up the guy
next door. But he snored
al night long and kept
me awake. Fear and
pridewere coming out
of me. Weneed more
humility. ...but per-
fect love casteth out
fear:... Speaking of
deliverance, if you
submit to God, He
will give you a good
dose of the love of
God - that fear cannot
slay. You do not even
have to have anyone lay
hands on you. ...because
fear hath torment. So if
thereareareasinour lifewhere
we arefearful and thereis some
torment, listen - cry out for thelove
of God and Hewill comein and push
that fear out.

There are over 200 kinds of fear.
There is a natural fear. If you are driving
down the road and you have a blow out and
you are about to hit atelephone pole - that isa
natural reaction. Onetimel wasdriving from one
town to another town to teach. The sun was up a
little bit and atruck pulled right out in front of me. Inthat
kind of situation you do not always know what to do, but
suddenly God showed me what to do. | went around him.
It had rained and it was muddy so it slowed me down a
little bit. 1 hit the ditch pretty fast but the mud began to
slow me down and | came up right around him. He never
saw me. | would have been killed if | had hit that truck,
because | was going the speed limit. | thank God that He
intervenes in those situations. Even in that natural cir-
cumstance the Lord showed me what to do. That was a
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I am saying that
if we are not
communing with the Holy
jpirit ke we once did
then we are
drifting from
the Lord.

natural reaction of fear.

Thereisafear of man, which the Bible says brings a
snare. Then there are religious fears. | studied over in
John's gospel how some people were kicked out of the
synagogue and others were not because of religiousfears.
Then thereisthe demon of fear; that isan abnormal fear. |
grew up under some fear. When my mother was carrying
me something happened to her. She never told mewhat it
was. She had somekind of fear that entered into her. That
thing affected me in the womb. How many have been
affected by things in the womb? Be honest. | grew up
under that fear but the Lord has helped me get rid of alot
of that. It is abnormal. Then there is the fear of God,
reverential fear, aholy awe we must have. God saysthis
love will  cast out that fear and that torment because
...Hethat feareth isnot made per-
fectin love.

When we move away
from the love of God, we
quit seeing the over-

comer realm, the hun-

dredfoldrealm and all
the fullness that we
talked about. Now
look in Jude 20. But
ye, beloved, building
up yourselves on your
most holy faith, pray-
ing in the Holy Ghost.
Did you notice he did not
say that this praying would
give you faith? He said, “You
pray on your most holy faith.” It
isstimulated and it isactivated asyou
pray in the spirit.
Then in the next verse, 2Keep your-
selvesin thelove of God... Let meask you,
how many have gone two or three days without
praying in the Holy Ghost and can tell a differ-
ence? Asyou stay prayed up, you feel that churning,
that love of Godinyou and God movinginyou. | guar-
anteethat if you stop praying in the Holy Ghost for two or
three days, you will feel and know a difference.

Verse 22, And of some have compassion, making a
difference: If you stay in the love of God you will have
compassion. You hate fleshly things. | want to hate them
more. How do | do that? By staying in His presence.

Verse 24, Now unto him that isable to keep you from
falling... what happened in Revelation 2? They fell. They
walked away from the love of God. They quit praying in
theHoly Ghost. ...andto present you faultlessbeforethe
presence of hisglory with exceeding joy.

Let me ask you something. If we are walking away
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from the love of God, are we still communing with the
Holy Ghost like we once did? Do we still have that inti-
macy and union with God? NO! Which meansfour things:

| am not praying in the Spirit like | once did;

I am not living and residing in the Spirit like | once
did;

I am not being led by the Holy Spirit and

I am not walking in the Spirit.

Look at Il Corinthians 13:14, The grace of the Lord
Jesus Christ, and thelove of God, and the communion of
the Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen. Notice the grace
of the Lord Jesus, the love of God, and the communion
withthe Holy Ghost. Heiswith us, Hallelujah! The Holy
Ghost exalts Jesus! Thank God His presence is with us.
We thank God He iswith us.

| am saying that if we are not communing with the
Holy Spirit like we once did then we are drifting from the
Lord. Philippians 2:6, | f there be therefore any consola-
tion in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of
the Spirit, if any bowelsand mercies... Let me say some-
thing to you. If you have fellowship in the Holy Spirit,
then, verse 2, Fulfill ye my joy, that ye be likeminded,
having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind.
You are going to be like minded. You are going to have
that same love. You are going to walk in one passion, in
one accord and one mind. That is needed today.

Verse 3, Let nothing be done through strife or vain-
glory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other bet-
ter than themselves. | would like to meet some people
like that, people who are not too high on themselves, but
they are high on the Lord and high on the Body of Christ.
Verse 4, Look not every man on hisown things, but every
man also on the things of others. William Booth, who
started the Salvation Army, wasto go to aconvention years
ago and he could not make it. He sent atelegram and it
said oneword - “OTHERS.” So let usthink of others be-
sidesourselves. Thelove of God will causeyou to do that.

One more thing. Thisis a critical area. When you
move away from the love of God, you begin to lose the
desire for the coming of the Lord. That is critical. Jesus
talked in Matthew 24 about a man who was a wise and
faithful servant. Then he said this man became an evil
servant. The first thing that happened was he lost his ex-
pectancy. He said, “The Lord delayeth Hiscoming.” Let
metell you....He has never delayed His coming. Thereis
aset time. God the Father knows it and it will be. When
you follow this servant you seethat he quitswalking inthe
Spirit. When you walk in the Spirit, Hiscoming is aways
eminent, not only within you but even in the air. The ser-
vant quit walking in the love of God because he began to
smite God's people. He became asmiter and afighter. He
became a beater and no longer afeeder. You know what it
means to “smite”? It means to “wound the conscience.”
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He began to wound those that were under him. | have met
Christiansthat have been wounded. They have been ripped
asunder and many have been destroyed. We are not to
beat the sheep but to feed them. We are to gather them,
not to scatter them. We are to feed them and not fleece
them.

We can no longer forgiveif we arewalking away from
thelove of God. You can only forgivein the love of God.
In my flesh, sometimes, | do not want to forgive anyone.
We so often do that which is right in our own eyes. Re-
member Judges 21:25, wherethey did that which wasright
in their own eyes because there was no king. | tell you, if
we wak away from the King then we do that which is
right in our eyes and not what isright in His eyes.

Look in Il Thessalonians 1:3. Thischurch knew more
about Jesus coming than any church becausein every chap-
ter he talks about His coming. We are bound to thank
God always for you, brethren, asit is meet, because that
your faith groweth exceedingly, and the charity of every
one of you all toward each other aboundeth. Would you
like to be in a church like that?

Beautiful lush countryside with gently rolling hills and
evergreen forests once again provided the setting for the
2009 Czech Conference. When the songwriter penned the
words, “ The mountains declare that HeisLord” he had to
have seen something of the beauty that isthe Czech coun-
tryside. Indeed, God'srich and abundant glory can be seen
throughout the beauty of this melodic land. Within the
hills that are a precursor to mountains to come in neigh-
boring areas one finds a marvelous peace and a place for
solace of the soul.

Within the gathering of the Body of believers there came
forth a strong and faithful word to reinforce the declara-
tion, “I will never doubt it, my heart wantsto shout it, that
the Lord, Heis God, Heis God.”

From the outset of the meetings, a clarion call to repen-
tance was sounded with a resounding alarm. From mes-
sage to message it was clear that God is calling for His
peopleto understand in thishour that it is needful for there
to be adaily awareness that the earliest message of Christ
was, “Repent, for the Kingdom of God is at hand.” Not
only wasthis Hisinitial message but it continuesto bethe
foundation of the message of the Kingdom. In order for
the good news of the Gospel of Jesus Christ to beviablein
aperson’slifethereisastrong need for an awareness that
a part of the normal Christian life is to have a sense of
humility that quickly leadsthe believer to repent when they
find themselves apart from God.

During the meetings, it was made very clear that God is
seeing usin thelight of the messagesto the seven churches
throughout Asia. In particular, the church at Sardis was
the primary focus of comparison to the place where the
church finds herself today. Thisfellowship of believersis
warned very clearly by the Lord that this church finds it-
self having anamethat it isalive and yet Christ seesher as
dead. However, He does not completely discard thewhole
church at Sardis but calls upon the saints to be watchful
and strengthen the things which remain. Yeshuatells the
church to remember therefore howthou hast received and
heard, and hold fast, and repent (Revelation 3:3).

One of the messages clearly brought forth the point of the
word Christ spoke, remember therefore how thou hast
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received. The message served as a definitive reminder
that there are points of doctrine that set apart the message
of the kingdom as being different from the ordinary belief
system of the general church. Theseare: no rapture, Christ
asKing, the attainment of perfection on thisside of heaven,
and the coming of Christ within a people. The speaker
pointed out that when these doctrines were originally re-
ceived they were accepted with great joy and the knowl-
edge that these truths set the believer apart from the world
in aplace of strength. However, what the Spirit is speak-
ing to the church in thishour isthat there has been a subtle
relinquishing of these truths and a gradual dlipping into
religion replacing abundant life relationship with Christ.
Early inthe conference, one of the brethren had avision of
a large python that was stretched along the length of the
meeting room floor. This giant snake was unmoving and
seemingly unnoticed by the brethren as they stepped over
it and even some children were seen to be playing on top
of it. A word was brought to explain the actions of a py-
thon, a large snake that literally sneaks up on its prey by
being very quiet and unmoving until it drops down upon
the victim and slowly suffocates his meal. The victim of
such an attack shows no outward signs of bruising and
becomes dead through means of the blood flow being cut
off from the vital organs. The vision pointed to a condi-
tion that is subtly plaguing the church in this hour. The
busy condition of life is slowly strangling the life out of
the church and unless a change is made through repen-
tance, death will surely be the end result.

There was a so the sharing of adream about a jet that had
been delivered to the body for the purpose of taking them
to a higher place. However, thisjet could not take off on
the runway that was provided for it without there being
adjustment to the engines. The brethren milled around the
jet knowing that there was a need for changes to be made
in order to attain flight, yet not wanting to touch the en-
ginesto makeit happen. The understanding of this dream
was that there was a need for repentance to come in order
for the brethren to attain to a higher place in Christ.

In short the word for this hour is “Repent, for the King-
dom of God isat hand.”

So, | remembered
him, Brother Biggs, as| sat down therein my seat. | just
remembered him and the L ord began to show methat after
all our efforts, all our labor, all our work, themainthingis
love. Do you haveit? If you have love, does love have
you?

Let us look at what Brother Paul says here. | think
thereisafeast somewherefor ustoday. | Corinthians13:1,
Though | speak with the tongues of men and of angels,
and have not LOVE, | am become as sounding brass, or
atinkling cymbal. In other words, a dumb brass sound -
that iswhat | amif | don’t have agape. Now, | have been
trying to find out why they translated it charity. | have
been looking through all of the history that | can find of
the writing of the Bible and | cannot understand why any-
body would look at the word agape and trandlate it char-
ity, because charity is far removed from agape. You can
have charity and not have love. There are some people
who could give you many things - Rockefeller could give
away billions; that wouldn’t make him alover. Bless God
Almighty.

Theword that cameto meas| sat thereisthat thereis
no law against love (Galatians 5:22-23). We should never
be afraid of loving one another. That is the honest truth.
We can be afraid of coveting one another, you know, but



not loving. If you love someone and you show thelovefor
the person, it is God's Word and Spirit in you. Love can
do no harm. Real loveisnot the petty thing that men play
with. It is L-O-V-E, God Himself speaking. That isthe
only word in the Bible that describes God, because, we
couldn’t find any better word. You see, God islight. God
is peace. God is everything. But when the Bible said,
“Godislove,” thereisno other word; you cannot circum-
ventit (I John 4:8). | don’t think | have ever heard anyone
adequately describe love. The thing is beyond our ken,
beyond our understanding. That aman could be crucified,
beaten, bruised, kicked, killed, hanging on acrossand say-
ing, “God, forgivethem. Don't let it go to their charge for
killing Me” (Luke 23:34). Amen! The man ran a sword
into His ribs and He said, “God forgive him.” The man
put the whiplash on Hisback. I'mtelling you, if someone
hit you, brother, you have got to have God Almighty not to
tear him apart (if you have the strength and the power) and
not to hate him. To love someone
who hurts you, who hates you is
beyond our understanding because
we believe that love is supposed to
be reciprocated. That is, if | love
you, you are supposed to love me
back. That's not what God says.
Love doesn't want anything to be
given back to you in order to pay
for it. It istoo precious to be paid
for. You can't pay for it.

OhGod,
what has happened to us? We need
this sort of thing. We need the ex-
ercise. We are sick and tired and
not doing well. We shouldn’t have
space to hold people today, but we
have alot of space becausewe are
not exercising. | am speaking to
myself both naturally and spiritu-
aly, that my legs are kind of not
wanting to walk a half a mile. |

of God are lacking is love and we
are afraid of love. We are afraid of
saying, “I loveyou.” We are afraid
of saying, “I love you” because if
we say so it might sound pretty bad and somebody might,
you know, get jealous and all that sort of thing. But we
should begin to be children of love for we are children of
God. We should love without any restraint. Do you hear
me? You should lay down your life for love, not because
you want something from the person! Amen! But be-
cause the Spirit of Almighty God isin you, for those who
the Spiritisin, you arechildren of love. Did you hear me?
You are children of love and you can’t help it. Don’'t be
afraid of it.

So God said, speaking through Paul, what a mighty
wonderful man that was. Verse 2, And though I havethe
gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all
knowledge; and though | have all faith, so that | could
remove mountains, and have not LOVE, | am nothing.

Let me touch on prophecy. In this meeting - well, it
was one of the most perfect meetings that | have been in
for along time (I am talking about spiritually speaking).
The meeting came to a point where there should be a pro-
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wak a quarter mile and they are
dropping off. | am getting too lazy.
| am going to have to start walk-
ing. Look at the “waking man”
(Henry Gruver) sitting before me. He walks hundreds of
miles. | amtelling you, heisone section, heisthewalking
part of the body, but you notice how slim and trim he is?
He is dlim and trim because he is walking. | felt in the
Spirit like | wanted to dance so | got up but soon the legs
started telling me, “ You better sit down.” | had to humbly
take my seat. So, may God help us.

We are talking about love. If you look at your own
physical body, do you think your hand loves your feet?
Your hand will do anything it can for your feet, especialy
if you canreachit. Oncel could reach mine, but either my
hands got shorter or my feet got longer. But it so happens
that | am so distressed when | have to reach my feet that |
sometimes stop and rest alittle bit. Praise beto God. We
are thanking God for everything.

Your body isatype of theBody of Christ. Nobody can
say that you can’'t read the Bible, because you can read
your body. God Almighty, Who made the body, He made
it sothat itisatemple of theliving God and every piece of
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the gospel of Jesus Christ is written in your body. Your
fingersarethe servants:. apostle, prophet, evangelist, shep-
herd, and teacher. So you have the Word of God writtenin
your body.

So we come now to talking about love. Theloveisthe
cohesion. Theloveislikethe blood that runsthrough your
veins, the cohesive force that keeps both the head and the
feet together, working as one. This is the love of God
Almighty. I’'m telling you, anytime you begin to movein
love, you will begin to forget some of thewrongsthat your
brethren do.

You know, if my little boy (a big boy now), does me
harm, instead of getting mad
or upset and saying, “Lord
God, just knock him down
for me” | say, “God, have
mercy upon him.” Heismy
flesh and blood. If you can
do that with your child, why
can’'t you do it with mine?
When my child starts hitting
you hard, when somebody
else starts showing alack of
love towards you, God is
saying that theonly answer
to lack of loveislove and
there is no law against
love!l Amen! The scripture
saysthat against love thereis no law (Galatians 5:22-23).
No man canwritealaw against love. If anybody beginsto
persecute you against loveit is becauseit is a persecution.
That is all that it is and God Almighty will take care of
that.

But remember that God is saying to us that we must
comeinto Zion. What do you think He means? The high-
est point of man’sachievement in God iscalled Zion. The
highest point of man’s achievement in God is called Zion
and God said, “Come up a little higher.” Then, do you
know what happens to you? You start to feel love for the
other people.

Do you know that | had not understood certain things
until my wife died? | didn’'t understand pain. You know,
we were in love for sixty years or more, maybe we were
evenin love beforewe met. You bet, sure! My thought is
that aman cannot live without love, neither can awoman,
and if you love the wrong thing, you arein trouble and if
you love the wrong person, you are in trouble. Yes! In
other words, when | say love, | am talking about the love
that unites people together.

Before she came, | was asking God for somebody who
could really be part of me. | had avision. | saw the bright
sunlight and | could hardly see but there was a beam com-
ing through my window down into my house. | saw the
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woman come down through the beam into my house. When
she came, we held handstogether and then she faded away.
That night, | didn't know she was going to die but after a
while it happened and | believeit isthe will of God. You
believe me? Brethren, | believe it is the will of God. |
believe God created her to bring me to this point and |
believe that God took her at this point, but | must go on. |
believe, brethren, that what she taught me of love of one
human being for another is something that | never could
have learned had | not had that experience. Amen.

| am talking about agape love. When the world talks
about love, theworld istalking about something else. You
know what | mean. You
have the real thing and
then you have the shadow
of the thing. The poor
people in the world don’'t
know what loveis. Unless
you know Jesus Christ,
you never experience true
love, believe you me, be-
cause the love of God per-
meates your whole being
and it lifts you from being
an ordinary low-down hu-
man being to a higher
level. Do you know that
scripture describes human
beings on different levels? The angel said to the other
angels that were ready to destroy the earth... when you
talk about earth, we are the highest form of earth. He said,
“Don’'t touch the grass,” the low-down grass on the field
there. Hesaid, “Don’t touch thetrees,” and hesaid, “Don’t
touch the sea,” which is the nations, “till we have sealed
the servants of our God in their foreheads’ (Revelation
7:3). What was he talking about? He was talking about
the poor Christian who islow-down to the ground. In ag-
riculture, we would call him a*“low-bite.” We had to feed
some animalson “low-bite;” they had to crop the grass off
theground as part of their exercise. Thenwehad tall grass
and fodder. Then we had some that would pick the leaves
off the trees and God Almighty speaks of the Christian as
atree, planted by therivers of water, that bringeth forth
hisfruitin hisseason; hisleaf also shall not wither; and
whatsoever he doeth shall prosper (Psalm 1:3). This
speaks of a Christian with high lofty limbs looking up to
heaven. Hallelujah! He speaks of them as trees of righ-
teousness!! AMEN, HALLELUJAH! SO there is a difference
between the “low-bite” and the trees of righteousness that
bringeth forth his fruit in his season.

Soif you will understand, God doesn’t want you to be
a“low-bite.” God wantsevery one of usto belifted up, to
be trees of righteousness, planted by the Lord. You have
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the capacity, the ability, to resurrect from low downto high
up. Let metell you something. Talk about low down - |
was low down. | can remember the days as ayoung man,
strong and dreadful. | could be nice, but boy, don’t get me
mad. | would lose all humanity; | would become a beast.
I would want tokill you. It wasonly the mercy of God that
stopped me several times from committing outright mur-
der.

Sometimes | would wonder to myself, “| would liketo
be good. | would like to be like nice people,” but | was
wild. When Jesustook me, He carried me through so many
stages. He brought me from down low to up high. | can
tell you now, you can’t makememad - you cantry it some-
time. | tell the devil that, | warn him that | have beaten
him already. Yes. When |, as afighter, awarrior, | knew
exactly what to do to break your neck. But after Jesus
brought me higher up, | would see aman beating me and |
would just laugh at him. Another one would be kicking
me and | would laugh.

You know, God is so humorous. Somebody was say-
ing that God had a sense of humor. | don’t think so. |
think God is the humor. | think He has great fun some-
times in doing something. When the man came up to me
and the man looked me in the face and “bam,” kicked me
and pulled back, then another one rushed in and “bam,”
kicked me and pulled back, what God was showing me
was his face. The man made a face, with a snarl and a
grimace, and | start laughing at thelook on the man’sface.
The strangest thing is that | didn’'t feel the blows. They
were kicking me and | didn’t fedl it.

It was a message to a man who lost his ministry be-
cause somebody kicked him. He said, “The Bible said if
you hit me on the right cheek | must give you the left and
so | didit. | gave him the
left and he hit me and |
gave him the right again
and he hit me on theright.
ButtheBibledidn'ttell me
what to do when hekicked
me!” So the man kicked
the other guy to pieces.
People had to run to save
his life because the man
was avery strong guy and
he tucked him like a foot-
ball.

But God Almighty wasteaching thisman alesson. He
sat down there and watched these men who were kicking
me and he watched what | did and he began to weep. He
just wept and he confessed himself to me, he told me what
happened to his whole life. He said there was no hope.
Do you know, he died of a broken heart because he com-
pletely lost his ministry.
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So, we talk about love. It is not something you can
make, but it is something you can take. (I am poetic some-
timesyou know.) You CAN'T MAKE IT BUT YOU CAN TAKE IT!
You can remember that.

Get love by getting on your knees and saying, “Lord
God, | need more of You. | am too human, Lord God.”

This thing that covers the Lord God in me, this thing
hereisaveil that covers the God in you, my brother. Yet
thereisaGod inyouthat is so great that nobody knowsit,
not even you know it. If you ever let loose that God in
you, you would become one of the greatest men on earth.
Hallelujah.

All the suffering that God put you through, brother -
Brother Lawyer | am talking to now - all the suffering that
God put you through in thislife is to make you one of the
greatest men on earth. Believeit and if you follow God in
theway Heisleading, Heisgoingto doit for you beforeit
istoo long.

God Almighty is doing something here. Do you know
what He showed me this morning? He said He isin the
act of cutting that stone out of the mountain (Daniel 2:4).
He said it is not human made, it is God made stone - of
some of the roughest men, some of the roughest women.

Somebody was telling me about somebody else how
sheisthisand sheisthat and sheisthe other. | said to the
person, “Well, you know, Mary Magdelene was a harlot
before she met Jesus and you wouldn’t like to know what
| was before | met Him. | don’t know what you were?’

But God usesthe tough peoplethat life has been rough
with and that lifeintendsto destroy. He usesyouto beHis
stonel!

Now, | am going to tell you something very peculiar.
Do you know that stone that was cut out of the mountain
without hands? That stone
that was cut out of the
mountain without hands
wasthetoughest part of the
mountain. To me it must
have been something like
flint, something that could
mash iron and it struck the
image! Do you hear me,
brethren? It struck theim-
agewithviolence. | amnot
talking about you going
now and taking a gun and
vindicating yourself or doing anything likethat. | amtalk-
ing about spiritual violence.

Do you know that God said that in the end of time He
isbringing forth two witnesses? Hesaid, “If any manwould
hurt them he would be killed by fire coming down from
heaven” (Revelation 11:5). He gave us an example. Do
you remember Elijah? Do you remember what happened?
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He called down fire from heaven and burned up the sacri-
fice (I Kings 18:37-40, 19:1). Amen!!! As a matter of
fact, he even took up a sword and did some violent thing
thereto the prophets of Baal, but we
are not in that order. We are up
higher than that now. Remember
now, we have been lifted abovethat.

| can giveyou an experiencethat
| had. A man sharpened hismachete
and hecametokill me. | didn’'t have
any fear and | didn’t think he could
kill me. In my past, when | wasin
my violent state | could have de-
fended myself even if a man had a
machete. But | wasn’t going to de-
fend myself that day because | just
believed that God would not allow
him to chop me to pieces with his machete. The people
heard that this man came down hunting me to kill me so
crowds gathered. They kind of prevented him coming to
me as | was standing up there. | heard it and | came down
from my house to come down to the church to see what
was going on. He was going to kill me because | got his
common law wife saved and she told him she couldn’t
livewith him any longer because she had now found Jesus.
So he was going to teach us alesson by chopping to pieces
the“Jesusman.” Hemust havereally meant business. He
decided to sit down under atree and wait for his opportu-
nity to chop me up but out of a clear blue sky a bolt of
lightning struck the top of the tree and split it in two and
since the man was sitting underneath this tree, it killed
him. You see, he had intended to kill me.

So, the love of God in you will become not only a
thing to bring together God's people, but it will beashield
and adefense. When | am talking to you, brethren, please,
young people, don’t be-
lieve | am talking about
some far and distant
time. We only have
maybe five years left,
somewhere in that pe-
riod of time, when God
must bring forth His fi-
nal move on earth. We
arethe people, the stone
cut out of the mountain
that God has to use to
stop Satan from taking
over and from destroy-
ing the whole world.

You know how our past vice-president, Mr. Gore, talks
about us destroying the ozone? That was histhing. | used
to laugh at him.
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But | asked God, “Can man destroy Your earth?’
Hesaid, “Yes, they can doit.”

| said, “My God, what do you mean? Show methat in
the Bible.”

He showed me where God said,
And except those days should be
shortened, there should no flesh be
saved: but for the elect’s sakethose
days shall be shortened (Matthew
24:22).

But for the stone cut out of the
mountain without hands... no flesh
would be saved. It would become a
dead planet. Think about it. It is
possible and God saysthat Y OU are
the peoplethat Heisgoing to useto
stop it from happening.

Now, you want to know if itisreally you, right? Let's
look at Daniel 2:32, Thisimage's head was of fine gold,
his breast and hisarms of silver, hisbelly and histhighs
of brass, ®¥Hislegs of iron, hisfeet part of iron and part
of clay. | want to tell you that the iron and clay repre-
sented the Roman kingdom, secular Rome and spiritual
Rome. You see, you had the Roman Empire and then you
had the Holy Roman Empire. The peculiar thing about it
isthat He said that the Holy Roman Empire would come
right down to thefeet, to the end of time. Areyou all with
me, brethren?

It is good sometimes to go to a person and say, “You
know, you are beautiful,” especially someone who thinks
heisugly.

The love of God should permeate through us as sons
of God and as daughters of God; we should care for one
another. | should care how you fedl. | should care what
would happen to you if | should do
so and so. The care and the loveis
something that hasarevelationinit.
The moreyou love, the more God
revealslove to you.

Love takes away the pain of
suffering. Oh yes. | believe that
when they were beating Jesus that
thelovein Himwascrying for them.

Someone beating you and you
are saying, “Poor things, they don’t
know what they are doing. Lord
God, have mercy on them. Don't
allow them to be killed or de-
stroyed.” Thatisthe Spirit that | feel
when my children go against me.
My God Almighty; everybody who
comes against me gets hurt. God
Almighty says that anyone who
comes against Israel will not pros-

Asl saw
the inner workings of it all, | was encouraged that this
was something that we could definitely do and that it
could be atremendous blessing aswell. Another con-
tributing experience happened one day when | was
walking by the pond behind the Kluson’s home (while
on that same trip). | was thinking about the children
and the Lord spoke to me, “Invest in the children.”
Immediately | knew that He wasn't just referring to
my own family, but that God wanted usto really invest
in the lives of al of the children. | believe that the
inspiration for our homeschool co-op is exactly that -
to invest in the lives of the
children.

A short time after our
visit to the Czech Repub-
lic, Shari Eubank spent a
month there and, after hav-
ing spent time participating
with their group, Shari ar-
rived home with a zeal to
do something with our chil-
dren. Since Shari is natu-
raly gifted in the music,
literature and drama de-
partment, our first two



classes were formed: music and speech.

Next, we began to examinewhat some of the needs
were in our children’s schooling and we noticed that
there was a lack in Physical Education. Oh, there is
no doubt that our children know how to climb trees,
race around the neighborhood on bikes and run around
whooping and hollering, but what we could really see
that they needed wasto learn how to play team sports,
have sportsmen-like attitudes (especially when losing),
and even just the basic fundamentals of how to do
thingslikejump rope or dribble abasketball. We have
also seen the need for them to get a good old-fash-
ioned work out to expend energy and get the heart
pumping all at the same time! Lisais the one who
was up for thistask and as sheislending her expertise
in this arena, the kids are thoroughly enjoying them-
selves.

The other class that we have undertaken for this
semester isart. For thiswe haveayounger group (self
named The Overcomers) taught by Melissaand Pavlina
and an older group taught by Bibi
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and myself. Since none of us are
art majors, the fun has been that
we are really learning right along
with thechildren. Theolder group
(also known as Chay, which means life in Hebrew)
has been learning about the color wheel and color re-
lationship. One day we went on anature walk and the
art assignment of the day was that each child had to
paint a picture of something they had seen on the walk
and they were only ableto usethethree primary colors
to paint it. It wasamazing to see how well they mixed
their colorsto achievetheright shade that they needed.
It really was a lot harder of an assignment than it
sounds! The results were beautiful and the paintings
are adorning the hallway wall in the building. The
next project we started was teaching them how to
sketch and they are working on drawing a picture of a
basket of fruit. We look forward to seeing the end re-
sults!

Our other group that |1 haven't yet mentioned is
our nursery agegroup. Thisincludesbabiesupto chil-
dren four yearsold. We have been working on finish-
ing the nursery in the building so that these children
will have a pleasant place to bein and play. | am also
hoping that aswe get more settled
into what we are doing that we
will be able to have little classes
for these children, as well, such
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as teaching them
their colors, num-
bers, aphabet, Bible
versesand songs, etc. It
isexciting to think about
all the possibilities of what
we can do!
One of the mgjor things that
makes what we are doing work well is that
we have parents who are involved, not only in teach-
ing, but also in assisting in the classes. All the parents
involved take turns watching the nursery children so
that the moms with small children are able to teach
their class without too much interruption.
